Blankets covered the bodies and 
there were not enouch stretcher.-;

BUSINESS BLOCK BURNS 
THERE EARLY SUNDAY 

, MORNING. 

Fire believed to have started by 
Vats or mice destroyed the Odd 
Fellows block, in St. Regis Falls 
ear ly Sunday morning with a loss 
of about $25,000. The first floor 
was occupied by the poctofliee and 
Gibbs and Phillips, grocers. Post­
master was among the first to reach 
thy building after the alarm was 
scunded. Mr. Bandy, despite the 
s.noke and fire entered the post-
office and saved $700 worth of 
s tamps which were in the accust­
omed place in the office. In doing 
this he was in great 4anger , as he 
broke through the floor three times 
dur ing his efforts, indicting that the 
fire orignated under .the floor, and 
i' is thought possible was caused 
by the work of rats. Mr. Bandy's 
face was , scorched and his eye-

vs singed by the tierce heat 
which he encountered in his efforts 
to save the property in the post-
offieo He /was later attnded by 
Dr. Wardner, who gave his injuries 
proper attention. 

The upper pa r t of the Odd Fel­
lows block was occupied by sev­
eral fraternal organizations. Their 
lodge equipment was destroyed but 
their loss was partially covered by 
insurance. . They included the Ma­
sons, Eastern Star, Rebekahs, For­
esters and Maccabees. 

The Lemieux block located across 
the street from the Odd Fellows 
building was damaged to the ex­
tent of $500,. every plate glass win­
dow in the building being cracked 
by the intense heat from the flames. 
Two plate glass windows in the 
St. Reg's Falls National Bank 
building were also crac'ked. 

FUNERAL OF THE TOPE. 

Services Held For Benedict XV 
Thursday. 

Pope Benedict XV was entombed 
with solemn and impressive cere­
mony Thursday afternoon. His body, 
enclosed in three caskets and diess-
ed.in the pontifical robes, lies in a 
crypt under the great basilica of 
St. Peter's, to the right of the en­
trance. 

The historic and beautiful ritual 
was witnessed only by members of 
the sacred college, members., of the 
pontifical household and the papal 
nobility, and diplomats accredited 
to the Vatican. . 

The cypress . coffin in which the 
body rested was, placed ' in a lead 
casket, the ends. of which. were ,ini- ' 
mediately soldered, and both were 
deposited in a hard wood casket 
upon which the same seals were af­
fixed as on the first. 

This was surmounted by a wooden 
cross, also by the pope's coat of 
arms, with tiara and the brief Latin 
inscription: "The body of Benedict 
XV, supreme pontiff, who lived 87 
years, occupied the throne of St. 
Peter seven years, and died Jan . 22, 
1022." 

The casket was then transferred 
to the crypt in the left lateral nave 
near the right entrance to St. Pet­
er's, last absolution was given and 
Benedict XV was left to his rest 
beneath the flagstones which are 
trod by thousands of pilgrims an­
nually.
