Testifying that he loaned- the de­
fendant- $1,100 with neither a note 
or other security and after knowing 
him but two days, Steven J. Wesley 
of Watertown, but once of Chicago, 
went on the witness stand in su­
preme court in tha t citys last Thurs­
day against Earl J. .Brownell of 
Potsdam,to recover the money which 
he alleges he loaned. Brownell took 
the stand in his own behalf and de­
clared that he never borrowed any 
money from Wesley but testified 
that the plaintiff, who is reported to 
have made several trios to Chicago 
from this section, was engaged in 
rum-running and enlisted his efforts 
in locating a suitable source of sup­
ply. 

Attorneys for the plaintiff were 
gtoutljj opposed to letting in any 
evidence -regarding bootlegging but 
Justice Alverson ruled to let the de 
fe'ffilant tell any conversations that 
he might have had with the plaintiff-
on the subject: The jury brought in 
a verdict for the full amount asked 
with interest from July 30. 

The defendant said the plaintiff 
came to him in Potsdam and asked 
him if he could get him some liquor. 
Brownell, mechanic, testified that he 
replied that he would not get him 
any but that he could tell him where 
he could get it. After that he-says 
that the .plaintiff went away and in 
a day or two met him again and said 
that he-could not find any and want­
ed him to go with him. The witness 
said that .he had to go into Canada 
to buy some exhibition "birds" . for ' 
the fairs and so took the plaintiff 
along with him in his ear. 

They journeyed to Fort Coving­
ton, one of the border centers of 
bootlegging activities, and then to 
the Indian reservation, according to 
the defendant^, making several in­
quiries for an Indian named Tom, 
who was in the iiqiwi business. 
Prior to making the trip the plaint­
iff had inquired the price of liquor 
and had been told that it could be 
had for S50 a case or at $70 a 

j case, according to the grade, thv> 
•defendant said. 

Upon finding the Indian for whom 
they were searching, the defendant 
said that the plainniff began bargin- ' 
ing for the liquor. He testified that 
he heard the conversation and that 
the price was §50 a case for one 
kind and $58 for another and that 
the plaintiff ordered eight cases of 
rye and eight cases of Scotch. 

The plaintiff had testified tha t he 
loaned the money to the defendant 
to pay upon a farm in Canada and 
that a man by the name of Badore 
had introduced him to Brownell, 
saying tha t he owned several farms 
and was in grain business. Badore 
has been employed as a cferk a t the 
Albion Hotel in Potsdam. He said 
that the defendant went to Canada 
and came back and said tha t his 
car had been confiscated by men 
who claimed to be officers because 
they found whiskey in it, and that 
he had no money with which to pay 
*-ack the note. The plaintiff testi­
fied that he asked Brownell if it 
did not occur to him that the men 
who took his car night not have 
been officers and replied that that 
had not occurred to him. This story 
was absolutely denied iby .the de­
fendant. 

Evidence in support of Wesley's 
connection that he loaned $1,100 to 
Brownell and paid the money over 
to him without security was pro­
duced by the plaintiff, when 'Con 
stable Hugh Lawson of Watertnwn 
testified that Badore told him that 
he saw Wesley pay the money over 
to Brownell at Potsdam. Other ev­
idence was produced by the plain­
tiff to the effect that Badore had 
told Brownell that Wesley wa.- a 
rube and they could get the money 
from Mm easily.
