The state of New York then 
engaged him to look after overdue 
taxes, and seeing an opportunity for 
buying up large t rac ts of timber 
lands by merely paying the back 
taxes, he purchased 30,000 acres r.t 
SOcents an acre. For a time this 
made him "land noor," but in a few 
vears he was able to sell his hold­
ings, at a profit of $200,000. 

His first banking position was in 
New York as United States bank 
examiner and so'good wa's his work 
here that he attracted the notice of 
prominent men in finanoif.ll circles 
and he was called to Washington as 
controller of the currency. This 
led to his position as director and 
later president of the Chase Nation­
al bank of New York city.
