' FULL CREW FIGHT ON. 

Bills Repealing Law Are Introduced -
In Legislature. 

Senator Frank L. Wisv,-all and As­
semblyman S. C. -Mastick of West­
chester hav_> introduced in the leg­
islature identical bills to amend the 
railroad !a-v,- by (repealing the fa­
mous "full crow" enactment of 1913 
and giving to the public service 
commission complete power to des­
ignate ho'V many men ."'i.ill go""'to'" 
the composition of train crews." 

The "full crew" law, which was 
enacted as e. safety measure, pro­
vides that an extra brakeman shall 
be placed on all freight tra':ns of 
more than 25 ca.rs in I»nrth operat­
ing outside of New York city o,n 
railroads more than 50 miles long; 
that all such trains shall be manned 
by an engineer, fireman, conductor 
and three brakemen. Trains of five 
or more ether than freights must 
have a crew of not less than one en­
gineer, one fireman, -one-conductor 
and two biakemen with 'a baggage­
man if such train carries baggage. 
A freight t rain of 25 or less cars 
must have one engineer; one fire­
man, one conductor and two brake-
men. Railroads claim it has wasted 
$16,000,000 a year. 

26 DIE IN MINE. 

Twenty-five miners are known 
to have been killed in the explo­
sion at the Gates. Mine of the 
H. C. Prick Coal and Coke Com­
pany at Gates, Penna. Thursday. 
Comonny officials reported and the 
niin«h*r of dead may rearh 26. 
Thirty ' men were . working in the 
s»ction where the explosion oc­
curred.
