Methodic! Choir Is Assisted BY Miss 
Veda Allen, Soloist. 

Under the direi'tinn of Frank Mer­
rill Cram, organist and choirina.iiter, 
the choir ol" the Methodist Episcopal 
Church, asui.ted by M1-.S Veda Allen, 
soloist, gave an intelligent and de­
lightful rendition of Gounod's Motet 
"Gallia" last Sunday evening. The

This motet was the second .of the 
series of Fir.-t Sunday cantatas Mr.

Parker 's Redemption Hymn given in 
Deepmher with Miss Beaudry as so­
loist. 

"Gallia" (France) is a lamenta­
tion over tlhe desolation following the 
French Revolution of 1M8 but it per­
fectly expresses the conditions exist­
ing at the end of the great World 
War . The introduction is a tone pic­
tu re of sorrow and desolation, the end 
a magnificent climax exhorting to 
eourago. 

The solos by Miss Allen were ar­
tistically rendered and the fortissimo 
ending by solist and chorus was su­
perbly done; The interpretation of 
this great comiposltion was a musical 
event of distinction. 
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
