Because its cashier, Robert R.

$75,000 to $85,000 of its funds,

mond closed its doors Thursday.

The person­
al fortunes of several people in the 
village are believed impa'ried as a 
result of the bank's loss.

An accur­
ate statement will not bo available 
until all of the outstanding pass­
books have been checked with the 
records in the bank.

Isaac L. Hunt Of Adams Was Late 
Colonel's 'Friend In Assembly 

REV. A. H. McKNIGHT MAKES 
IT SERMON TOPIC

Charles H. Brush, of Malone, 
whose father, Jason Brush, of Hop-
kinton, St. Lawrence county, Was 
one of the men who organized the 
Republican party in that county, re­
lates the following incident of his 
father's first meeting with Abra­
ham Lincoln, at Washington, in 

1861, soon after President Lincoln's 
inauguration. Mr. Brush rem»m-
bers the story as i t was told to hiin 
by his father in after years. I t il­
lustrates Lincoln's simplicity of man­
ner and his Wholesome dislike of 
pompous self conceit. 

In 1861 Jason Brush, of Hopkin 
ton and Judge Henry L. Knowles, of 
Potsdam, another man • prominent in 
the early history of the Republican 
party organization in St. Lawrence 
county, went to Washington with 
the strong desire to see and talk 
with President Lincoln. When they 
reached- the White House they fonnd 
the reception rooms thronged with., 
people, including men of prominence 
in the official and social life of the 
canital. They were told that sfltie 
time must elapse before their ttirn 
would.come to be presented to the 
president and it looked like a long, 
tedious wait. 

Finally they saw a large nian 
leading~a delegapon of several men-

who were about to enter the pres­
ident's -room. Judge Knowles Mid 
Mr. Brush saw an opportunity t o 
avoid the lone wait, and stepplhi? 
quickly into the line behind the 
pompous leader, without being1 Ob­
served by Jam, p«ssed into the pre**-
idenf s room and stood in the pret ­
ence of Abraham Lincoln. 

The pompous individual who \ti 
the delegation proved to be a Ohio 
Congressman. As soon as' the delo-
gation, with Brush and Knowles 
standing in the rear, were in the 
T M W , thfr C m t t u r r r a p !ttrrl>**<» 
'himself to his full height, inflated 
his chest with an air of conscious j 
importance, and addressed the pres-l 

id.nt &s follows: "Mr. President, it 
gives me great pleasure to present 
to you this delegation of my constit­
uents from the great State of Ohio," 
and, turning to wave his hand in a 
majestic gesture, he noticed the 
two. strangers in the line, and ad­
ded—"except those two men at the 
rear." 

Judge Knowles, who was as quick 
witted as he was resourceful as a 
lawyer and politician, instantly saw 
his chance to extricate himself and 
his friend from what might be an 
embarrassing situation. Stepping 
quickly from the line Judge Knowles 
said: "Mr. President, we are not 
from Ohio. We are from St. Law­
rence county in the northern part 
of New York State." 

A smile lighted President' Lincoln's 
face and there 'was in his eye that 
flash which was so characteristic of 
him 3'hen the humorous side of "a, 
situation presented itself. Stepping 
to the rear of the line, he grasped 
Knowles and Brush cordially by the 
hand as he exclaimed: "From St. 
Lawrence county, New York. I "like 
men from St. Lawrence county. 
They raise good men there. Do you 
know my friend, Preston King from 
•that section?" 

—Judge- Knowles and Mr. Brush as 
sured the president that they both 
knew King intimately and were 
present with King when the , first 
meeting to organize the Republican 
party W8s held in St. Lawrence 
county. Lincoln talked with them 
cordially for a few moments and 
then Judge Knowles and Mr. Brush

Findings by Assemblyman Edward 
A. Everett, Chairman of the New-
York State Indian Commission, 
which hold that the Six Nations of 
Indians residing within New York 
State have title to lands estimated 
at 6,000,000 acres and valued' a t 
approximately $2,500,000,000, are be­
ing mailed to tribal chiefs through­
out the. state. This statement was 
given out at Albany Friday by Mr. 
Everett, who delared that he feuied 
Jiis report will not be signed by a 
majority of the members of the com­
mission. 

"In a skeleton of my report which 
I have just mailed," said Mr. 
Everett, "I boll that the Indians 
have title to all lands of the state 
that corstituted the reservations ced­
ed to them at Washington a t the con­
clusion of the Revolutionary War. 

"It is my belief that the claims 
of the Indians cloud the present 
title of lands with! a a lin» running 
straight south from Osw.-go to a 
point in the center of the state of 
Pennsvlvania, West to Ohio, up the 
Ohio line to Lake Erie and back to 
Oswego, 

"Parts of this land lie within the 
cities of Syracuse, Oneida, Buffalo 
and Lockport." 

In a letter to the Six Nations, Mr. 
Everett suggests that the Indians 
formulate no claims to the land in 
the the state until after a meeting 
at Albany, which has been called 
for Friday, February 24. 

Mr. Everett declared the only 
members of his commisioh that 
he knew who would be a r t to favor 
his conclusions were, Dr. Arthur 
Parker of the State Museum, and 
David Hill, chief of tjhe Onondaga 
tribe. Other me-nbers of the com­
mission whom Mr. Everett indicated 
would submit a maiority report on-
pesing his findings include Attorney 
"nne-il Charles D. Newton sni eight 
members of the Legislature.
