When I met you in the class room 
and found you eager ready and 
anxious for information, it seemed 
to me as if I was enjoying one 
continuous holiday, You received 
instruction and snapped it up quick­
ly as a t rout takes a fly. I t was 
a pleasure to serve you and it is 
a great pleasure to remember your 
diligence energy and studious work. 
Of course, you did not know then, 
that it was" my great desire to aid 
you and stimulate your diligence 

-that-caused—me—4a—present—you_L; 
with those neat little Harper Latin-j 
Texts. They \\-ere a s devoid of 
English as a frog is of feathers, and 
they were so closely printed that 
no opportunity was given for foot­
notes. I th,ink you remember them 
and now you know my reasons. I 
have no doubt' but you appreciated 
all those little delicate attentions. 
Perhans you appreciate them more 
now than you .did then! 

"I remember coming upon the 
main hall one Monday morning 
after the birth of my son which oc­
curred on Saturday. There were 
several Boys in 'the study room and 
as I passed the door, I heard one of 
them say. 'Just like the old Meat-
Axe, qf course, he'd have his son 
born Saturday just so we couldn't 
get any holiday.' I have no doubt 
that some nf you gentlemen, who 
may recall this now have memories 
of your own in matters of this 
nature and have already forgiven 
me for my thoughtlessness or care­
lessness in this particular regard.

He adds that it is 
his judgement that too often the 
last mentioned education is the only 
one of value. Bob Ingersoll had the 
same idea when he said that Colleges 
are places where pebbles are polished 
and diamonds are dimmed.' But how­
ever this may be. it is a great source 
of pleasure" to know that however 
much you may have been hampered 
by your Normal training with me, 
you are now men arid women pro­
perly equipped to play well your 
part in these new times of ours. 

"There are those who stand upun 
the watch towers of human pro­
gress, who warn US' t ha t we are up­
on the border line beyond which lie 
great political and social changes. 
They even say that we, as American 
men and women, must choose the 
ground upon which we will stand to 
fight again the battle for the wel­
fare of our race. -fcjjfcniay be that 
the great pendulum of time has 
swung once more to the point of 
transition.

The bankers of this town do well 
to join in an open letter to the 
public warning against wildcat In­
vestments and securities of unknown 
or doubtful value. The letter is 

""published elsewhere in The Times ' 
tonight. It is aimed at the blue 
sky investments that have been so 
common for the past three years or 
more. 

The Watertown bankers do not say 
that investors shall not buy securi­
ties in any companies except those 
which they represent, and they try 
in no way to dictate the form of 
their investments. All they ask is 
that the investor stop, look and 
consult a banker when some glib-
talking salesman comes along and 
appeals to them to put their mon­
ey into a venture, the soundness of 
which they know not of. 

Hundreds of thousands of dollars 

have been placed by Northern New 
York investors in schemes of doubt, 
lul value which have been put for­
ward by smooth-talking salesmen 
.who get much of the investment as 
their commission. I f now seems 
that we are still in this latter day 
Mississippi Bubble period. The pub­
lic is therefore warned against these 
get-rich-quick ventures, these Ponzi 

. schemes that are being urged upon 
investors. 

Before you buy or promise to buy, 
get the opinion of your banker and 
if he ,is unfamiliar with the ven­
ture proposed he will get a report 
on its merits or demerits from 

' somev responsible New York banking 
house that has had an opportunity 
to make a careful investigation. 

If you have no regular banker, go 
to any. banking house in the city 
and a careful, unprejudiced report 
will be given without charge.
