REPEAL FULL CREW LAW. 

One of the most satisfactory 
measures introduced at Albany this 
session calls for the repeal ot the 
full crew law. This law. P"*»« » 
1S13 regulates the number ot braktb-
men to be assigned to freight t rams 
of varying lengths and has result­
ed in increasing operating e*T>e™e» 
of the railroads about WUU.00U a 
year, an increase which shippers 
have had to pay. The repeal _ bdls 
give the Public Service commission 
power to determine whether freight 
trains are adequately manned. 

There is a widespread demand for 
lower freight rates, and only by a 
reduction in operating expenses can 
this happen. The absurdity of the 
present law may be seen from • a 
concrete illustration. If one of the 
ordinary four coach passenger trains 
running from Potsdam finds it nec­
essary to attach a milk car to the 

- rear, an extra brakeman must be 
employed. He has absolutely noth­
ing to do but ride in the coach 
and draw his pay, and that addi­
tional expense, multiplied many times 
as the same situation occurs, all 
comes out of the pockets of the 
shippers,- with absolutely, no return, 

"in the way of bettered service or 
anything else. • 

Farmers, business men, manufac­
turers and consumers are all unit­
ed in the demand for cheaper 
freight service. One of .the essen­
tial steps toward tha t end is the 
repeal of te present full crew law.

tion about twelve year.* ago, when 
they set out a quantity of pines on 
the' sand tract in the vicinity of 
Hanawa. ' The plantation is adja 
cen t ' t o the state Highway to C.-dton 
and is probably noticed by hundreds 
of motorists passing over that route 
every . year. It would hardly seem 
possible that trees could exist on 
this barren area, hut t'.-.ey have 
done so and have grown splendidly. 
The acres planted are now a heavy 
mass of green which is already a 
-great iprovement in the general 
landscape and they will undoubtedly 
in a couple of decades reach a 
point where they will return a 
handsome profit on the company's 
investment.

KEEP THE TRAINS! 

Residents of the communities along 
the line of the Rutland from Ma-
lone to Ogdensburg should at once 
take up the light for the retention 
of the early and late trains over 
this section of the road which, the 
management announces, it will ab­
olish. These trains were placed 
back on the schedule last fall. The 
railroad complains that they do not 
pay. 

Further negotation with the rail­
road should be abandoned and the 
case put up to the , public service 
commision. If it fail there it should 
be carried to the' courts if such pro­
cedure is possible. I t may be that 
the railroad can show figures which 
would indicate that no great mar­
gin of profit accures from opera­
tion of these trains. We doubt if it 
can show a great loss on them. 
I t is not a question of large profits 
4or the Rutland. I t is a question of 
vital necessity to the communities 
that these trains be operated in 
the winter months a t least. 

If the, residents of the terr i tory 
effected are as alive to their in­
teres ts as we believe they are, they 
will have a finish fight with the 
Rutland Railroad on this proposi­
tion. Tncidentally it is just such 
policies as t ha t which the Rutland 
5s now pmsuing, which have roused 
the ^resentment of the public, arid 
antagonism to railroad , interests, 
•which is prevalent throughout the 
country today.
