I t is believed a club catering to the 
welfare of men and boys would be 
well supported by the better class 
of residents and action toward that 
end may be started. 

The main purpose would be to 
provide clean entertainment for boys 
•which would keep them from- the 
street and teach them to spend their 
leisure time to the best possihle ad­
vantage.

Norwood, Feb. 15.—The State 
Commission of Prisons has cited the 
authorities of the village of Norwood 
to show ..ause at Albany on March 
7th why the village lockup should 
not be closed because of i ts alleged 
insanitary condition. The action 
was taken on the recommendation ol 
Commissioner M. H. Pierce of Gou-
verneur whose report follows: 

St. Lawrence County. 

Inspected January 30, 1922. E. E. 
Wright village president. There has 
been no change iii the lockup, it re- ' 
maining the same as shown in sev­
eral former reports of inspection. I t 
is located on the ground floor of the 
fire hall, a two-story wooden build 
ing. The cell room is about 10x20 
feet, containing one steel plate cell 
and one wooden cell. Each cell has 
a wooden bunk, an old mattress and 
quilt. There is a toilet in each celbi 
but no washing facilities. There is 
one window in the room and there 
is one electric light, but neither day­
light nor artificial light can enter 
the cells. •*" 

The door was found unlocked and 
no person in charge at the time of 
inspection. Only a few arrests are 
made, but if a lockup is to be main­
tained it should be sanitary and kept 
clean. 

I t is recommended that the au­
thorities of Norwood be cited before 
the State Commission of Prisons to 
show cause why this lockup should 
not be closed.
