The. alternations and changes to 
the &toweIl_and„Co.ok_AnjiexfiS a t t h e [, 
Normal school for which a $96,000' 
contract was let some months ago 
t o T. H. McHale and Sou of Syra­
cuse are proceeding and a consider­
able portion of the work has heen 
completed. The interior arrange­
ment of the two upper floors of 
the Stowell Annex, the gymnasium, 
a portion of the Cook Annex, sec­
ond floor, and the fourth floor of 
the new building have received the 
most attention. 

When built, the Stowell annex was 
arranged for classes of seventy-five 
to one hundred for lecture purposes. 
The High School is now located there 
and rooms for recitation purposes 
are necessary. Smaller rooms are 

t required. On the third floor of the 
Stowell Annex eleven rooms have 
been made from five. The High 
School will use them all. A hall 
has been constructed down the cen­
ter of this floor, east to west. 

On the second floor, a partition 
will shut off a passageway north of 
the old Science Hall which will con­
t inue as a lecture room. East of 
the Science Hall, the rooms have 
been divided into three sound proof 
music rooms for vocal work. Sound 
proof partitions have been install­
ed. Little change has been made in 
-the old library which is now a High 
School assembly hall. Entirely new 
toilets on the second floor have been 
installed for high school students, 
the toilets being finished in tile, 
t ocke r roomia re provided. To give 
addition*! space J.or th i s puxpoge^a. 
pa r t of the room in the Cook An­
nex south of the stairway has been 
taken for toilet and locker room 
purposes.

Permanent roofs over the side en­
trance beneath the auditorium in 
Main and Elm streets have been 
erected. The entire stowell and 
Cook Annexes have been rewired, 
the wires being carried in mcta' 
conduits. ^. 

The Art Room on the fourth'floor 
of the m'w building has b?en fin­

ished. This room was left in the 
rough n'H'er having been completed. 

Cnnt'-acts for the desks and 'urni-
ture for the two Annexes have been 
lot tn the RandoIoh-McNutt Com­
pany of .Buffalo. One half the new 
seats will be fixed seats, the other 
ha'f r n i v h i e , tablet arm chti'rs. 
Three hundred new full length steel 
lockers and five or six hundred half 
length lockers of steel for the gym­
nasium will bo installed. When the 
installation !s complete, every stud­
ent fr-jm the Junior High School 
up will have an individual steel 
locker.
