That this amount should be assessed 
on the already over burdened tax­
payer is unjust. It is only natural 
that much attention should be paid 
to the soldier of war, but we should 
not altogether forget the soldier of. 
peace, the taxpayer whose efforts.' 
year after year furnish the money 
in almost endless quantity which it 
takes to run our government. From 
every point of view the flat .bonus 
is undesirab'e. Every effort should 
be made to alleviate the condition j 
of those men upon whom the war 
wrought any hardship, but it should 
be confined to them alone. I 

'OUR SUPREME TASK 

The Courier and Freeman last 
week published a list of highways 
in this county which have been de­
signated for improvement in the 
County Good Roads System which 
was adopted by the board of Super­
visors last fall. We are all inter­
ested in good roads and residents 
in .every section will be interested 
in ascertaining just how this pro­
posed Good Roads System affects 
them.. Potsdam secures from the 
system the Potsdam-Madrid high-
V a y , long desired. The Norwood 
end of the town also secures some 
important stretches in the Knapps 
vicinity. Parishville will receive be­
sides the Hopkinton road, that sec­
tion of cross country highway down 
to the Potsdam-Nicholville state 
route. Incidentally the improvement 
of this portion will open up again 
for more frequent travel that old 
time road of the pioneers which 
David Parish's men cut through 
from his settlement to give him 
access to the Montreal markets. 

The County Roads system is the 
factor responsible for the big in-

\ crease this year in the county tax 
i budget, concerning which quite a 
j bit has been written. Particular at-

/ tention was directed toward the in­
crease in St. Lawrence county by 
the list published in connection with 
Governor Miller's statement which 
called attention to the large in­
crease' in the face of a decreased 

-state expenditure. 
It will be seen from the list of 

higways designated that the plan is 
quite a pretentious one and the 
amount appropriated this year is 
only the beginning. However, the 
average citizen, particularly the 
rural citizen, and _ he is very much 
in the majority, hereabouts, ~wants 
good roads, and to . get ' them he 
must lie willing to foot the bill. 
Very probably he will be.

' The men who are sticking at fh« 
prohibition law.da. not realize that 
they are striking at their own 
property interests; thr.t if they 
should accomplish what they wish 
and bring the prohibition law crash 
ing to the ground, they would 
bring down also the fabric of 

which it is a part. The Constitu­
t ion would become meaningless 
Popular elections, so long held 
sacred in their results, would he-
anarchy would -be let loose ajid no 
come contemptible.' The spirit of 
man- would know whether or not 
he might call .his property his 
own, _ or whether the safety of his 
wife and children could be' assured 
by [the law and the instruments 
of the law which had been flaunt- ' 
ed and condemmed. .]
