By a small addition to 
our water t ax which we can well 
afford to pay under improved con­
ditions a sinking fund can be laid 
aside each year that will provide 
for the payment of the bonds when 
they fall due. AH of which I most 
humbly submit for your considera­
tion. 

The following is writ ten by Mrs . 
Elizabeth Post : 

" I am not writing this expecting 
to win the prize but because I am 
interested in anything that is t ' j r 
the betterment of Potsdam. Hav-

ng water, and think it goes • a 

long way to one's having g-o.'l 
health, and I certainly hope you 
will .succeed in getting the pure \va-
' - r for Potsdam village." 

Robert Taggar t writes as follows: 
"The first reason \ v | y Potsdam 

needs a better water supply is be ­
cause the health of the citizens of 
our community is menaced by t h e 
present water supply. Jjt physician 
has said the water to be neithe'r 
potable nor fit to use for brushing 
one's teeth, nor for bathing pur ­
poses;' nor for washing vegetables 
such as lettuce and celery. For ex­
ample the .wa te r from a hot wa te r 
system in which sediment has col­
lected and then been stirred up by 
boiling, is of a brown color, has a 
nauseous odor and t a s t e and is full 
of sediment. Such wa te r is worse 
than useless. 

Then let us consider the econo­
mics of the situation. Water from 
the present supply clogs the pipes 
with dirt and corrodes them rapid­
ly. This necessitates expensive pipe 
cleaning and shortens the life of t h e 
pipes. Thus the property owners 
have to pay for refitting and clean­
ing the plumbing far more often 
than should be necessary. 

Also in as much as the. water is 
not drinkable it is of considerable 
expense for the people to procure 
proper drinking water. It costs 
money to have ' spring water t r ans ­
ported into the village by wagon 
and besides is a great inconven­
ience. Then, too, if the people a r e 
not able or are unwilling to buy 
spr ing water, they are ' compelled to 
procure drinking water from wells 
made dangerous by insufficient use . 

Another reason is t h a t there is a 
fire hazard every summer when t h e 
river is low. 

Furthermore, such poor water is 
a disgrace to a town of this s ize 
and to one tha t boasts its educa­
tional and cultural advantages. So 
it should,be a matter of pride t o 
the citizens to procure a be t te r 
supply. 

Therefore, Potsdam should have a 
bet ter water supply because t h e 
present one endangers health, is ex­
pensive, is a t times an unreliable 
protection-from fire and is a dig-
grace to the village.
