This would give considerable 
space and additional separate rooms 
for adding machines, where they 

• would 'be off the main floor. A new 
front, possibly of marble or some 
ornamental stone, would be install­
ed. 

While the construction is under 
•way, the bank will secure ' quarters 
a t some convenient point near by. 
I t ig quite probable that the work 
will be done this season as the insti­
tution is hampered by a shortage of 
floor space.

A suggestion that Asse.i'blyman 
Edward A. Everett, chairman of the 
New York state Indian eommi.-.-don 
"resign and cease useless conferenc­
es like this" was made by Walter 
Kennedy, former secretary of the 
S-meea tribe of Indians at Albany 
Friday. *•» 

It was made on the floor of a con­
ference between Indian tribal chiefs 
and the state commission, which had 
been called by Mr. Everett-in an ef­
fort to adjudicate the - question as to 

'what New York state lands the In­
dians may have title to. 

Mr. Everett, whose findings .that 
the Indians hold title to vast acres 
of lands in the northern and west-
em part of the state have to romc 
extent estranged him from other 
members of the commission, declar­
ed he -would "seek to have the entire 
commission abolished," if Mr. Ken­
nedy, could support the contention he 
raised to end the conference. 

Mr. Kennedy had contended that a 
decision by the United States su­
preme Court had held the Indians 
were not citizens because they were 
"not under the jurisdiction" of the 
United States. 

At the close of the conference Mr.
