Dr. MacGowan spoke under the au­
spices of the American Legion in 
their entertainment Course. Dr. Mac­
Gowan proved himself a pleasing 
speaker and it was unfortunate that 
a larger audience could not have 
greeted him in-the Normal audi4- v-
lum.

His topic was "The Creed of the 
Flag." H e defined democracy as 
applied to ordinary everyday life 
and declared that time democracy in 
human relations should lead to the 
death of snobbery. '' Democracy ap­
plied to industrial relations, Dr. 
iMacGowan declared, offered one of 
the greatest opportunities for future 
progress in the world today. 

The speaker touched on Freedom 
and the u se and abuse of it. Free­
dom, he pointed out, is not license. 
"The Bolshevik! and radical re­
formers," declared the speaker, 
"would have the Kingdom of Heaven 
come in a day. Civilization comes 
E'lowly, step by step. I t is well that 
i t should be so. In each stage bene­
fits are seen." 

Dr. MacGowan scored modern con­
ceptions of .government which hold 
t h a t the s ta te owes every man a 
living regard&ss o i his iwn. effort.-
ftnd also deplored false ideas of 
progress.
