Eight show horses in the string 
kept by Lon (McDonald, veteran race 
track driver, were burned to death in 
the great fire t h a t swept the State 
Fa i r grounds a t Minneapolis last 
week Sunday. T,he value of these 
horses is placed by Edward Avery, 
McDonald's trainer, a t $15,000. There 
were 34 horses iii all in Mr. McDon­
ald's string, including twenty owned 
by Thomas D. Taggar t . ' These 20, 
and six others, were saved. None of 
McDonald's racers were burned so 
far as can be ascertained. Many-
horses, escaping from the burning 
stables, roamed the northeast section 
of the city and have not yet been re­
covered. . 

The horses in McDonald's string 
burned were: Lord Busby, owned by 
Harvey iBusby; Peter Lafayette, own-, 
ed by J . Crouch, of Lafayette; Eter­
nal, owned by W. T. Ready, of Niles 
Mich.; Emily Armstrong, owned by 
Lou Wilson,. Indianapolis; Thought­
ful, owned by James Fitzpatrick; 
Lady Harvester, owned ' by W. M. 
Halstead, New York City; a two year 
old trott ing colt by Eta-wall, owned 
by J . J . Mooney, Detroit; a mare 
owned by W. M. Young, of Columbus, 
O., and a saddle pony owned by Lon

REYNOLDS WINS SUIT. 

Crnpser <iives Him Decis'on -In 
Lindley Litigation. 

Judge Crapser has given a de­
cision to the defendant M. V. B 
Reynolds in an action bro't against 
him by ,T. R. Lindley of th 's place. 

Th's wns an action growing out 
nf 't^o a'lrged sa 'e of an automo-
blln 'by Lindley to Reynolds 'n the 
fall of 11121. T h ? agreement ol 
sale '"ns simply an oral ag—env>nt 
and the defendant claimed such 
agre'em"nt was w'thin the statute 
of frn'idH, Sec. HB of the Personal 
Property Law, which provides that 
an nc-eemont for the sale of per­
sonal nrnpnrty of the value of more 
than fiftv dolors must be evidenced 
by a writing signed by the party 
claimed that after the oral sale of 
the antomnb'le at Ogdensburg the 
defendant exercised control over and 
gave directions as to said automo­
bile and thereby took the agree­
ment out of the statute of frauds. 
At the close of the testimony, Feb­
ruary. 4, 1922, unon the trial be­
fore the court. Judge \Crapser re­
served his decision of the motion 
then made to dismiss the rom-
plaint upon the ground, in sub­
stance, that the pla''ntiff hnd failid 
to prov« a Cas«.
