When the Normal school open^ 
JGor the fall term this year, it is 
expected that the new three year 

i course which becomes effective 
. -throughout the Normal schools of 

t h e state at that time will be put 
in to operation in Potsdam. The im­
mediate effect will not be felt for 
a year or two, but the ultimate re­
s u l t will be to add by about one 
third to the total enrollment in the 
Normal department. There are now 
two classes in the Normal under 
t h e present two year course. The 
added year or study will add to 
t h e student body one class about the 
s ize of the present ones. ,-.••• 

The necessity for more adequate 
professional training on the part tof 
t h e teaching staff has been appre­
ciated for several years. Several 
s tates have four-year courses of 
study in their teacher-training in­
stitutions. The three-year course 

.•was authorized by the Board . of 
Begents several years ago, but was 
no t put into immediate effect on 
.account of war conditions. 

In the new course, the work in 
English has been greatly strength­
ened. The" social sciences, includ­
ing history and • geography, have a 
prominent place. Emphasis is giv­
e n in all semesters to work in health 
education. The approach to the 
study of history of education has 
been entirely changed and emphasis 
placed upon recent developments in 
th i s field. Every student in the 
Normal school will ahve an element-
jury course in educational measure­
ments . 

In order to make the change 
gradually from the two-year to the 
ihree-year course, the Regents have 
authorized the issuance of limited 
certificates on the completion of the 

. first two years of the new profes­
sional course. Normal school stud­
en ts who complete the first two 
years of the new three-year course 
of study will be entitled to limit­
ed certificates valid in the element­
a r y schools of the State for a per­
i o d ' o f three or five years. This 
arrangement will make i t possible 
for Normal school students to en­
t e r the teaching service on the 

"completion of two years of profes­
sional study and to complete the 
full requirement within a limited 
period, as may be done most con­
veniently. .

On Friday morning, am assembly 
of Normal students was held a t 
which the Clarkson College Glee 
Club gave a series of selections 
•under the direction of F . M. Cram. 

The debaters of the Normal 
Dramatic Club, all women, won an 
unanimous decision over the Fran­
cis Baconian Society, all men, in 
.debate at the > Normal auditorium 
Friday evening on the question; Re­
solved,-that the Japanese should be 
admitted to the United Staes and 
to Citizenship on the same basis i s 
that offered to other "aliens." The 
judges were C. A. Murphy, A. H. Mc-
Kin'ght, "and Prof. L. K. Russell, all 
of this village. 

The speakers for the affirmative 
were Misses Anna Carvel, • Elsie E. 
Atwood, Mollie Robei-ts with Ami-
Ida Linstruth as alternate. The 
negative was- upheld by John Louckc, 
Robert Taggart, Keith Bl„ke With 
Neil Regan, as alternates. Loucks 
was ill and unable to be present 
and Regan spoke in his place. 

The affirmative stressed the point 
that immigration was already limit­
ed by the three per cent clause 
effecting all aliens. They made the 
points of offense- to Japan should 
discrimination t be' practised against 
them. Japan's position as a World 
power, need of her friendship on the 
part of the United States, conduct 
of Janpanese already within the 
country, and their support of Am­
erican arms and loans in the World 
War were cited. 

Tlie negative dwelt cn> the claim 
that no real assimilation could take 
place between the two races. They 
touched on alleged double allegiance 
cf the Japs, their worship of their 
Emperor, the irritation s'r.d trouble 
cr.used by them and the peril of a 
race war on the Pacific coast. Roo 
sevelt, the' American Legion, the 
Federation-of Labor, and the, D. A. 
R., were alllquoted as against Japan 
ese immigration. The British Em­
pire does not admit them, the speak­
ers for the negative declared. 

Principal R. T. Congdon presided 
at the meeting. There was a piano 
solo by F . M. Cram, a vocal solo by 
Olive Dillenbeck. Mr. Congdon gave 
a brief history of the question prior 
to the debate. After, the debate, 
there was a solo by Miss Merle Gow 
and Mr. Congdon announced the de 
cisicn of the judges.
