VETERANS AT TECH 

Five Are There On Government 
ScholarshiDs 

Five World War Veterans are now 
studying at Clarkson under United 
States Scholarships granted them r s 
a part of the rehabilitation program 
of the government, in the caring for 
men who were wounded or gassed in 
the service. The students receive 
their tuition and expenses, paid by 
the government.
