of himself. Sunday his son, Keith 
and family with whom he resided 
went to Parishville to visit her fath. 
•er who recently moved onto the Cut­
t ing farm there, and while they were 

. away, ht evidently thought it a fair 
chance to commit the deed undisturb 
ed. He prepared for his undue death 

}J>y placing two chairs facing each 
ether, seating himself in the chair, 
placing his fe,et on the other. He 

- placed the muzzle of the gun against 
'h is heart and pushed the t r igger by 
; means of a yard stick. The only evi­
dence of a wound was a blood spot 
about the size of a half dollar. The 
bullet did.not leave his body and 

•must have lodged in a bone in the 
. back or glanced and went down as 
there is no other mark than the one 

'Where the bullet entered. He did 
not fall from his chair but settled 
backward and this was the position 

•in which Mr. Copelandi of Parishville 
found him. I t seems that Mr. Cope-
land brought some butter for the 
>Goldens and carried it into the house 
•and saw Mr. Golden—as he thought 
asleep—s» he thought he would not 
disturb him and waJk quietly out. 
•However, on second thought and be-
-jcanse of a vague' feeling that all was 
•not well, he turned 'back and? investi-
-jrated. Upon receiving no reply 
•when he spoke to Mr. Golden he 
shook Mm and then discovered he 
'Irad passed away. This happened a t 
tabout 11 o'clock A. M., but i t is not 
3mown exactly what time the sui-
« d e ocenred. He leaves one daugh­
ter, Mrs. John Leach who was the 
first of his children to reach home
