TESTING OUT VOLTAGE 

Local Lighting Company Seeks 
Elusive Fluctuations Of 

Current 

Declares He was Knocked Down, 
Striking Head On Concrete Curb­
ing. Affair Took Place At Fort 
Jackson I t I s Claimed. 

Papers have been filed in a Sup­
reme Court action brought by 
Thomas Williams against Leon Me-
Intyre for $15,000 alleged? injuries 
sustained in an alleged assault at 
For t Jackson on January. }4th last, 
i t became known today. The suit 
was originally brought for .$1,500 
hut has been amended to $15,000. 
It is stated .to be tried at the May 
term of court in Canton. 

The trouble grows out of difference 
of opinion over some wood and a 
third party is involved. It is the 
allegation of the plaintiff, Williams 
that in ou'rse of discussion with the 
third party, the defendant jumped 
up, and knocked the plaintiff down. 
The latter struck on his head on a 
concrete curbing and sustained in­
juries which hs.ve grown worse and 
are now very serious, the plaintiff 
now being under care of two phy­
sicians and nurse, as is claimed. 

The defense sets up • a general 
denial and puts forth the claim of 
justifiable assault, declaring that 
Williams, was the aggressor and that 
Molntyre merely defended himself. 
C. A .Murphy of Potsdam represents 
the plaintiff and George E . Van-
Kenhan of Ogdensburg, the defend­
ant. 

The Potsdam Electric Light and 
Power 'Company h a s been making 
an investment in an effort to ascer­
tain fluctuation of t h e voltage on its 
local lines.

New York got under way last week 
and if the moderate weather holds 
the .great majority of bushes will 
be tapped by today or tomorrow. 
Some very good runs of sap have 
already been reported. In many 
cases the larger makers do not seem 
to be tapping as many trees this 
year as they did last. S. D. Benjam 
in, one of the largest makers in this 
vicinity will tap only 1,500 instead 
of the 2,800 trees which comprise his 
bush. 

The wholesale buyers of syrup 
and sugar, who contract for the 
greater portion of the supply in 
this setion have closed contracts at 
$1.25 per gallon this year which is 
a very substantial advance over the 
figure last year when $.75 was 
obtained. Last year, there was a 
misunderstanding in regard t o the 
price and when the makers came to 
the cars, they were offered only the ! 
low figures and in many instances . 
took their product back home. I 

The large buyers this year are . 
buying no sugar, whatever, declar- | 
ing that they have more of i t than 
they can handle. Sugar last year, 
wholesale, brought 12 cents from 
these buyers. The figures of $1.25 
for syrop and t h a t of 12 cents last 
year for sugar was for product in 
bulk, ordinary run' of better o r les­
ser grades together. 

I t i s said by the makers t h a t for 
the fine retail trade they expect to 
get from $1.50 "to $2.00 per gallon. 
Sugar prices they expect will be 
higher than last year, too.

Potsdam Consrcssman Says State 
Should Care For Itse'f. 

Presbyterians, in Turin, Lewis 
County in particular and th? com­
munity in general last week cele­
brated the 120th anniversary of one 
of the oldest churches in 'New York 
State, the Turin Presbyterian 
Church which was organized Sept-
tember 19, 1S02 during the presi­
dency of Thomas Jefferson. 

I t was on September 19, 1S02, 
that the Turin Church was organ­
ized- by Rev. John Taylor, a travel­
ing preacher sent out bv the Society 
of Hampshire to the northern 
counties of New York State. A con­
gregation of 160 gathered from the 
wood.- and clearing of the frontier 
village. Among -them he found 
six professing Christians and with 
these he organized the first church 
in Turin. Mr. Taylor's journal, 
which is preserved in the Documen­
tary History ef Now York State, 
mentions that communion was not 
held because no wine could he ob­
tained. Evidently Turin was a dry 
town in 1S02. 

About 1848 the present church 
building was erected. It has since 
been twice remodeled. 

The church has had 21 pastors 
during its 120 years history. 

One remarkable feature stads out 
from this list. One family has been 
represented in the eldership for 
almost a cenury. Alvah Seymour 
was elected in 1826. succeeded a t his 
death in 1S68 bv his son Lucius, who 
held the office for 51 years, when in 
1920 after his death his son was 
elected in his nlace.

I t is said that in Ufa, from the 
ommencement of the famine until 
February 2, 16,869 deaths from 
famine and diseases emanating from 
the famine, not including typhus, 
had been registered. 

The report regarding Ufa re­
presents the first approximate So­
viet figures of the ' actual deaths 
due to the famine.

Potsdam Grange at a recent 
meeting went on record against any 
threatened coal or railroad strike 
The Grange adopted resolutions call­
ing attention to the wide spread 
damage which would accru^ to ag­
riculturists with a dislocation of 
transportation and industrial facili­
ties at the spring plant'ng season 

The t Grange resolution ca'ls upon 
"all right-minded men and women 
regardless of occupation" to arouse 
public opinion against any str ike at 
this time. 

Pursuing a fixed policy of econ­
omic watchfulness in government ex­
penditures. Congressman Bertrand H. 
.^n-dl. has been strenuously oppos-
'ng leg'slation requiring appropria­
tions of public funds for indivi­
duals of certain sections of the 
•ountry. When the bill to appro­
priate $5,000,000 for the purchase 
of seed grain and feed to be sup­
plied to the farmers of Montana 
and North Dakota was called up 
for debate on the floor of the 
House last week Congressman Snell 
was foremost in opposing any such 
appropriation. The bill was amend, 
ed to appropriate $1,000,000 instead 
of $5,000,000 as authorized by the 
Senate. 

"The states should do something 
to take care of their own people 
before coming to the federal gov­
ernment for assistance, "declared 
fiongressman Snell responding fa. 
the sneech of Chairman Haugen of 
the Committee on Agriculure. "The 
evidence which had been submitted 
dearly shows that no'th"'- of these 
states has done anything."

Our company's 
advice is to buy only enought to car­
ry your fires until warm weather 
comes."
