Under the . provisions 
of the Duell bill, the Senate would 
subscribe t--> the authority of a , 
Federal Board of Maternity and In­
fancy Hygiene—a board made up 
of heads of various Washington fca-
rerfus. The State would submit it­
self to Federal approval of the 
State's method of caring for in­
fants and expectant mothers.
