JUDGE WHITMYER EXPECTED 
TO ANNOUNCE FINDING 

SOON 

No decision has been handed 
down by Judge E. C. Whitmyer of 
Schenectady on the motion made by 
Attorney Lawrence 'Russell in the 
case of the fit. Lawrence Condensed 
Milk corporation against the Collen 
Products corporation and George W. 
Barnett , for a refereneeto a n official 
referee. The action was one to 
recover about $23,000 for goods 
sold, and services performed by the 
Condensed 'Milk corporation for the 
Collen Products organization and 
'George W. Barrnett, and to fix the 
liability for such services. The mot­
ion was argued before the justice "on 
January 7, 1922, Lawrence Russell 
of Canton appearing for the plaintiff 
and Andrew J. Hanmer for the de­
fendants. The case concerned the 
candy factory of the Products comp­
any a t Potsdam and the tr ial con­
sumed a considerable period of time. 

Both motions made in the case of 
Matthew G. .Bailey, Plaintiff, against 
the Collen 'Products corporation and 
George W. Barrnet, defendant, were 
denied and the case was referred to 
the tr ial judge bv Justice Whitmyer 
yesttrday. The first motion made 
was that of Attorney Lawrence Rus­
sell, for the plaintiff, for a refer­
ence to an official referre,e. This 
was made before Justice Whitmyer'? 
special term at Schenectady on Jan­
uary 7, and was opposed by Andrew 
J. Hanmer, attorney for the defend­
ants. The sscond motion 'was made 
at Canton January 16 before Judge 
'Borst, asking for an order of the 
court directing the trial by a jury 
of the issue of neglect and failure 
of the defendant, George W. Barr­
nett, to perform his duties as in 
officer and director of the Collen 
Products rorporation. 

The case arises out of the organi­
zation of the candy factory at Po t s ­
dam at a plant established in the' 
old Frontier House property. On 
accounting of Mr. Barnett, who is 
secretary and treasurer of the cor­
poration is sought and also an in­
junction against his interfering with 
the business. About December 22, 
Walter F. Willson of Louisville was 
appointed receiver of the property 
of the Collen Products corporation 
and is now acting in that capacity. 
James C. Dolan of Gouve'rneur is 
attorney for Willson. 

The question which the defend-
' * —i'hed to be submitted to the 
jury for trial were: Did the defend­
ant, George W. Barrnett, neglect 
or willfully fail to account to the 
Collen Products corporation for all 
moneys or property received or 
handled for him? Did he neglect pr 
wilfully fail, to perform his duties 
as an officer or director of the comp­
any hy doing business with the as­
sets of the corporation for his own 
bent-fit thereby destroying the busi­
ness of the Collen Products corpora 
tion? Did he fail to perform his 
duties as an officer or director of the 
corporation by neglecting and re-

Miss M. M. Hutchinson Gives Sum­
mary For Two Months 

The report of Miss Mable Hutch­
inson, public health nurse for the 
months of January and February 
follows: 

January 1st, there were 139 pat­
ient's under the nurse's care and 
to these have been added1 84 new 
'cases, making a total of 22.3. 20 
have been discharged, leaving 203 
under care. 491 visits have been 
made to the homes for illness or 
child welfare, and in 41 for social 
welfare. 93 bedside treatments have 
hiwn given and 11 calls received at 
the office for social or nursing; aid. 
54 official calls have been rornle 'n 
reporting work done or securing 
aid.

Harr ie t Cota, a class of about 40 
girls have bee-n learning to sew and 
mend, and many articles of worn 
clothing have heen made suitable 
for wear again. February 25th a 
little party w a s held a t the Market 
Street school to close the first tei'ra 
of lessons and prizes were awarded 
to the four young ladies having 
completed the most work in the 
two months.
