DARWIN TENNBY SUCCUMBS 
TO INFIRMITIES OF 

OLD AGE. 

Colton, March 15.—The sadly de­
pleted rank of Waite Post No. B81 
Grand Army of the Republic, Col­
ton, are called upon to mourn 
another faithful comrade. On Mon. 
day afternoon March 6th, a t his 
home in this village Darwin Tenney 
passed away at the age of 82 
years. His passing seemed due- to 
no disease, just a regular decline. 
He has been confined to the house 
most of the' winter as he had not 
good use of his limbs and was un­
able to walk alone. He was faith­
fully cared for by his wife and 
only son assisted by kind .neighbors 
during his long illness. Darwin 
Tenney was born in Malone in 1840, 
and came to Colton when 4 years 
of age with his father's family. For 
78 years he has been a resident of 
Colton and vicinity except the two 
years in service, 18Gl-'62. He grew 
to young manhood and received his 
education in the common schools as 
did the son and daughter of their 
neighbors. October 21, 1S01, he en­
listed from St. Lawrence Co. and 
was~-mustered into the service at 
Albany, N. Y. as a private for the 
term of two years in Co. B. 16th 
Regiment Volunteer Infantry, under 
Captain Pomeroy. He -was attached 
to the Mile's Division of McDow­
ell's Army of Virginia and enjoyed 
in the battle of Bull Run. Later 
he was attached to 2nd Brigade of 
the first division of the 6th Army 
Corps, participating in many bat­
tles, Siege of Yorktown, Meehanics-
ville, Seven Days Battle, Gaines 
Mills, Malverne Hill, South Moun­
tain, Antietam and Fredricksburg. 
He was in 26 engagements in all 
He was honorably discharged in 
Albany, N. Y. May 22, 1863. In 
1864 he married Janette Carpenter 
who with their two children, Leland 
who lived with his parents and 
Nellie, Mrs. Jackson Young of South 
Colton survive him. His funeral was 
held a t the Methodist church, Colton 
Rev. F .
