George W. Heywood was born <n 
Middebury V t , on October' 14, 1S32. 
When a young hild he moved with 
his parents to Brasher "Falls, St. 
LawTence County, and lived there 
until soon after he was married, 
when he moved t o Saranac, where 
he has since resided.

Mrs. Heywood, who was Roxey 
Ann Collins, was born in Saranac 87 
years ago, April 17, and h a s lived 
there all her life.

To-day they 
recall t h e vicissitudes of the early 
days in t h a t part of Clinton' County 
when bears and other wild animais 
were numerous and it was danger­
ous to go far from the house.

Heywood lived to he 93 y?ars of age 
They are in excellent health them­
selves and, expect to live t o be one 
hundred.
