It \va.- understood that Conroy would 
chang his idea and plea guilty to the 
charge. -' 

The case was postponed on the 
representation of Mr. Tulloeh that 
the hank examiners were still at , 
work on the case and that i t would . 
be of advantage to have Conroy near | 
at hand to assist in straightening 
•out his affairs in the hank. Further 
more, Mr. Tulloch .-aid, Conroy is a 
joint administrator of an .estate 
which is being settled and it is de­
sired to have him near at hand in 
connection with the settlement. 

It was reported that Cnnroy was 
prepared to make a statement con­
cerning the case when he was ar­
raigned but he mnde no statement to 
the rourt other than his idea. Bail 
was fixed a $25,000.

I NEW LISBON BANK OPEN.

TOWN BOARD CALLS SPECIAL 
ELECTION TO VOTE ON 

$160,000 BOND ISSUE. 

Bonds, If Issued Would Bear "In­
terest At Five Per Cent And Be 
Retired At $8,000 Yearly Rate. 
Tax Rate Increase $2.50. 

A special election for the town 
of Potsdam has been called for 
Tuesday, April 18th to vote upon 
the raising of $160,000 by bond is­
sue for the erection of four steel 
and concrete bridges over the Rac­
ket river in the township, two a t 
Potsdam village, one at Hewittville, 
and one at Norwood. The town 
board met Friday and after discus-1 
sion voted unanimously the resolu- ] 
tion offered by W. G. Fletcher of j 
Norwood: 

Before voting the resolution, the , 
board took up with local bankers i 
the project of a bond issue and j 
got their opinions as to rates of in- I 
terest, amounts of yearly payments,! 
time of bonds an i other data. 

As provided in the resolution, i t ' 
is proposed that the bond issue! 
carry interest at five per cent and, 
that payments be begun just asj 
soon after issuance as possible a t '• 
the rate of S8.000 per year. In or-j 
der to sail the bonds, i t is neces-l 
sary to make them at least five 
vears to run before payments are 
begun. Therefore a few years would 
be granted for the creation of a 
sinking fund by the town before 
pavments were started. 

Figures compiled by the town, 
based on the assessed valuation in 
the township of $5,711,797, show 
that the proposal to retire the bonds 
by ' the raising of $8,000 per an­
num will increase the tax rate in 
this town about two dollars and a 
half on a thousand. That is, if the 
taxpayer owns a 'piece of property 
assessed at $2,000, say, his town 
tax, if the bridge proposition is 
earned., will be- five doH«rx morel 
per year than it is now. If his 
property is assessed at $6,000, his I 
town tax, will. be /$15 more' per! 
year, and so on. I

BIG HAUL IS MADE BY THE 
CUSTOMS MEN AT ! 

ROUSES POINT. 

About 100 diamonds, of different 
sizes and having an estimated value 
of $100,000, were found under the 
mattress of a berth in the Montreal 
train last week by Customs Officer 
Ralph Chilton, formerly of Ogdens­
burg, who was riding the t ra in from 
Montreal to Rouses Point. Edward 
B. McGlenn, of Newark, N. J., a 
New York business man, according 
to his claim, occupied the berth and 
was placed under arrest, charged 
with smuggling. The seizure was 
the largest of its kind ever made 
in Northern New York. . 

McGlenn denied ownership of the 
diamonds and said that he did not 
know that thejL were under the 
mattress. He was placed under ar­
rest, however, on a charge of smug­
gling and detained at Rouses Point 
over night.

ONE OF THE SHORTEST ON 
RECORD FOR MANY 

YEARS. 

Appropriations Bill Carries $2,500,-
000 Less Than A year ago. 
Democratic Attempt At Filibus­
ter Fails. 

The 145th session of the New 
York State Legislature, which con­
vened on January 4, adjourned "sine 
die at 12:54 A. M. Saturday. 

A filibuster begun by the Demo­
cratic members of the Assembly la te 
at night and which threatened t o 
keep the. two houses in session un­
til well into the day was short 
lived. Minority Leader Donohue 
called it off after it had been in 
progress for two hours. I t s ta r t ­
ed after • a -motion to reconsider 
the vote by which the Knight men­
tal deficiency bill failed of passage 
had been made by Assemblyman 
William Duke, Jr., Republican, of. 
Allegany. The Duke motion p re ­
vailed and the Knight bill finally 
was passed. 

The budget appropriations by the 
1022 Legislature were approximate­
ly $2,5000,000 less than they were 
a year ago. The appropriations 
made by the 1922 Legislature 
amounted to approximately $133,-
200,000 when the last bill carrying 
appropriations had been passed, ac ­
cording to Senator Hewitt, chair­
man of the Senate finance commit­

tee. The Legislature of 1921 a p ­
propriated $135,750,000 approximate­
ly, while in 1920 the appropriations 
amounted to $145,300,000.

American Legion Representatives Are 
Favorab'y Impressed 

Members of the Veteran Mountain 
Camp. Committee of the American 
Legion were at Tupper Lake over 
the Week-end inspecting the pro­
posed site of the Adirondack camp 
and' hospital for sick and -disabled 
veterans, which the Legion hopes to 
establish a t the famous Barbour 
preserve a t Big Tupper Lake'. " 

I t is reported that, following the 
inspection it was decided by the 
committee to begin negotiation yor 
the purchase of the tract a t a coat 
of $85,000. The camps a.nd hospital 
would accommodate about 1,700 es­
sence men. 

Assemblyman Edward A. Everett

Charging that there was not a | 
half-mile of street railway tracks i 
in Mr. Everett's honie town of 
Potsdam—to which - Mr. Everett in­
terjected the reply: "Not a foot"— 
Corporation Counsel O'Brien, shak- \ 
ing his finger in the assemblyman's j 
face declared: i 

"You are going beyond your 
pawer. You are seeking to violate 
the Corstitution by statute. If you 
peisist in this attempt to pass this 
m-.asure then there will be a quick 
reckoning on the part of the peo­
ple. The time is not far distant 
when such as you from the wilds 
of Potsdam will no longer be able 
to legislate for us of New York 
and other cities." 

Mr. Everett, jus t as vociferous as 
Mr. O'Brien, retorted: 

"I'm not apo ogizing for any of 
my legislation." 

William P. Capes, sscretary of 
;he New York State Conference of 
Mayors, who marshalled the forces 
in opposition to the bill, stemmed 
the rising choler of Mr. Everet t tand 
Mr. O'Brien by introducing a new 
speaker, Alfred E. Roache, city en­
gineer of Troy, who came armed 
with drawings to illustrate his ar­
guments against the measure. 

William S. Elder, corporation 
cousel of Auburn, also opposed the 
measure while telegrams of op­
position were read from Mayor Ed­
ward P. Lynch of Ogdenshurg and 
Mayor W. M. Taussig of Yonkers.

It was feared by fire authorities 
that flames might leap across inter­
vening streets and perhaps the riyer 
menacing thereby the so-railed 
"loop" district, which is the heart 
of'.Chicago. At 4 'o'clock,'however 
after a game and stubborn fight, the 
spread, of the conflagration was 
checked. The higgi^t building des­
troyed was the sixteen story Chicago 
Burlington and Quincy building in 
South Clinton street. This, one of the 
most modern buildings in the cuV.', 
was entirely destroyed. The ten 
story Austin huilding, the ten story 
Atlantic building and a n u m b o of 
smaller structures in the path of the 
flames are a total loss. 

Approximately a block of the sup­
erstructure of the Metropolitan Ele­
vated railway, serving the densely 
populated districts of the west side. 

The area swept by the fire, a l 
though containing many modern 
structures, like wise contained many 
smaller buildings or ancient and dil 
apidated construction and these were 
factors in the rapid spread of the 
flames. 

REVOLT IS CRUSHED. 

Government Forces In Full Control 
In South Africa. 

The South African miners' rebel­
lion begun last - week under the 
guise of a strike is practically over. 
The government forces have shat­
tered the grip of the workers on 
the big mining 'centers. 

The encircling movement directed 
by General Smuts trapped the well 
equipped and ful'y organized mass­
es • of- miners in a complete ring of 
machine guns,* backed by heavy a r ­
tillery and reinforced by deadly air­
plane bombing. 

A drive to hurl the rebels out 
of Forbsbury the last point of r e ­
sistance was the final operation. 

It is announced that 4000 prison­
ers have been taken by government 
police and the military in the Brak-
han district.
