FORMER POTSDAM RESIDENT 
FATALLY INJURED ON 

LOUISVILLE ROAD. 

Rudolph Hiter, formerly of ' Pots­
dam, and well known here was 
seriously injured early Saturday morn 
ing in an automobile accident on 
the Louisyille road. The other young 
men with him/ at the time of the 
accident, while sustaining severe 
injuries, were not so badly hurt. 

Hiter, together with .four com­
panions was returning from a dance 
held Friday night at Lewisville. 
Theyxwere in a Studebaker car, 
owned and driven by George Shar-
low, the other members of the 
party being Charles O'Neill, Roy 
Petti and a youth by the name of 
Leger. 

About four miles from ^Isasena, 
when opposite the Mulholland farm, 
drifts of snow were encountered in 
the road. Traffic had cut deep ruts 
into the frozen and packed snow 
and the two front wheels of the 
ca r got into one set of ruts while 
t h e rear wheels wei-e in another set 
of ruts. The result was that one 
of the rear wheels caved in, the 
car overturned and all of the occu­
pants wejre thrown forcibly to the 
ground, j 

Hiter, kitting on the rear seat, 
atruck on his head and was render­
ed unconscious immediately. He 
had a double compound fracture of 
the skull and both legs were 
crushed. Sharlow, driving, was bad­
l y cut about the face and legs and 
h is back was severely wrenched. 
O'Neill had one leg badly crushed 
and bruised and was cut about the 
face and head. Petti and Ledger 
escaped injuries. 

These two went immediately to 
t h e nearest farmhouse and phoned 
t o Massena for aid. Drs. Elkins 
and Prairie went to the scene of 
t h e accident in one of Hubbard's 
busses and rendered first aid to 
those who were hurt.
