After his election 
and with the. permission" bf~ihe~ref-.< 
eree in bankruptcy, an» action was 
brought in . the- supreme- court 
against the Brewing Company'to re 
cover the money paid "on the ground 
that it constituted a preferential 
payment'made within four months 
of bankruptcy "andT therefore was 
void.
