.Mrs. Ashley is not greatly impress­
ed over the fact that her life has more 
than spanned a century and She to#k 
her birthday quite as a mntter of 
course. When asked some time age 
what she thought had made her live so 
long she replied isimply. ''Because' 
God is willing." . 1 

Work is the aged woman's greatest 
«Jnjoym'ent and she indulges extensive 
ly in that. In the best of health des­
pite -her years, she is up some times as 
early as 4.in the morning to start her 
round of housework. She has re-, 
tained full use of her faculties anil 
tolte iirrt«ww<to«iy >nf tine .'ihooiw ilhic 

Have taken place during.Her life time. 
Mrs. Ashley has never attended the 

theater and has never seen a movie. 
Until 'a number of years ago, when 
she boarded the train for a trip to 
Potsdam, she had never ridden on a 
train and she has never boarded one 
since. Qn her return from IPotsdam 
she confided, to neighbors iSiat she 
Was a little frightened. 

Her husband died more than 25 
years ago after they Had been married 
more than 50 years. She'was married 
to Charles Ashley at Fort Covington 
when she was »but. 19 years of age. .Jk1 

Shoes are not looked upon by Mrs. 
Ashley as an absolute necessity. 
When around .the house she rarely 
wears shoes or stockings, this rule 
holding good even ih the coldest part 
of the winter.
