Mis. Guv Westcott, wi thhpr babyr| 
and Mrs. A. Belle-Wells and her nine 
year old son, Carroll, started out from 
Lake Placid in the afternoon about 
three o'clock in Mrs. Well's car to take 
Miss Ella .LaBounty of Santa Clara 
home to r.nend Christmas with her 
parents. Miss LaBounty nadbeen' in 
Lake 'Placid durjng the' fall term at­
tending the Lake Placid high school. 
"The party left Santa Clara about 

8:4S"m"the evening, thinking to make 
home in g'ood seaftm. Thie Santa 
Clara roan*, as any one who has travel 
led \it knows, runs for thirteen miles 
through absolute wilderness. When 
about two miles, as it later developed 
out of Santa Clara, the driving pinion 
of the car broke. The speedometer 
of the car, however, showed a dis-

. tance of five miles on account of the 
heavy driving through- the snow. . ' 

The women thinking to reach Hogles 
' Fox .'Farm where they planned to tele­
phone for help, decided to walk ahead.

From the time they left-their ear these 
women had plowed through the snow 
a; distance of eleven miles.

ing- on a wood job near there drove 
back with a team and towed the dis­
abled ear to the-Selkirk home. Mrs. 
Selkirk's son-in-law. repaired the*dam

Placid^ Mrs. Westcqtt's brother, Al­
bert Taylor of Lake Placid, after be 
ing reached on the telephone, brought 
the, entire party back to Placid barely 
in time'to spend Christmas'Kve with 
their families.
