HOW THRILEERS ARE MAI>E 

Tricks Of The Movie 
Are Explained 

: Studios 

. The movie public has many illusipns 
that are carefully created by tricjc 
photography and the versatility of en­
gineers. 

These secrets of the trade conserve 
millions of dollars annually in the bud­
gets of producers. The directors point 
.out, however, that they are not ev'olveii 
tp deceive' the theatre-goer nor pri­
marily with the idea V>f saving money, 
but are..often necessary because it 
would be' impossible to stage the ac 
tual scene demanded in the script. .: 

In the photographic tricks the most 
indispensable perhaps is the "glass' 
ceiling" illusion. This is a device of 
painted glass placed slightly above' 
the camera lens. On the sheet of 
glass, ceilings, domes,.~or roofs are 
painted to correspond'''with the] actual 
set. | ' j I • i 

This glass .work K\ necessary be­
cause of the lighting demanded by the 
camera. The roofs or upper parts of 
the set are not constructed. Instead 
strong flood lights are placed there. 

Wrecks of ocean liners are enacted 
in .a small tank in the studio. Howling 
gales are provided by mechanical wind 
machines. The "ocean" is'Iashed to1 

fury by paddles, and the toy liner, per 
haps ten inches in lengtlh, is tossed 
about.on the waves by Wire in the, 

<hands of the studio assistants". 
If the stiiry calls for an explosion 

to sink the.boat, a dyhamite cap 
aboard is exploded at the' proper, time 
nnd the njinature craft sinks beneath 
the waves witli exciting realismT 

A recent example of ̂ ninature illu­
sion was enacted in'apicture^of mon­
strous pre' historic beasts. .On the 
scre'en they appeared to weigh toris 
and moved'with life-like ease. Before 
the. "camera they were models 18 in­
ches high composed of rubber and 
paper mache. their movements manipu 
lated by invisible wires. 
• When the movie spectator sees act­

ors' struggling periously near the brink 
of a precipice or on the cornices of a 
tall building^ he may be witnessing; a 
scene "shot" in'two different places. 
The'fight may have taken place on the 
studio floor, and the cameraman may 
later .have photographed the precipice 
or roof corner on the same'strip of 
film. 

Fogs, are formed in the studio by a 
huge atomizer which feeds cold Yapor 
on the- scene through perforated pipes 
concealed about the set.,1
