the rise of ground beyond the 4*w-
rence brook west of Moira Comers, 
to chop the winter's supply of stove, 
wood. In those days coal was un­
known in northern villages, there bei-
ing plenty of wood and all houses and 
public places being heated with wood 
burners. All.furnaces fori heating, 
and even the locomotives on the Og-
densburg & Lake Champlain R. R. 
were fed with wood for fuel, and every 
home had its woodshed stacked to the 
roof 'at the opening of winter with 
stove wood, while long 'piles of hard 
wood, encumbered (be railroad yards. 
The older people will remember the old 
high back cook stoves, with the oven 
op near the pipe, and the high box 
stove'heaters, ornamented with scroll­
work, which often stood in spaces cut 
in the partitions between rooms in or­
der to heat both living room an* par­
lor in the better houses. These suc­
ceeded the great fireplaces-and stone 
oven whicn were a necessary part of 
every dwelling log or frame, of the 
pioneers of this North Country in the 
days before matches had been invented 
Then coals had to-be covered with 
ashes and kept over night for" start­
ing a new fire in the morning or else" 
live coals had to be borrowed from a 
neighbor's fireplace. Those "were the 
days back' of toe memory of most 
now living—the days when beds in 
cold chambers were heated inside with 
warming pans before the occupants 
crawled into the blankets and feathers. 
When the round wood-burners appear-, 
ed, with thefr sheet iron sides and 
coal Btoves with nickel tops they were 

.considered,quite elegant. 

In getting up the winter's wood 
father took me along for "company 
and to pile up the biush i left from 
the tree-eops. ffg built a roaring 
fire in the open woods after clearing 
away the snow, else I could not have 
survived, with copper—toed boots .that 
absorbed the cold and bit one's toes, 
and loose yam mittens which did'not 
hold warmth and left one with con­
stantly tingling finf/ers. The men 
fared better in those days, for their 
boots had no copper toes, and yet no 
such comfort was known in working in 
the. snow as came a few years after­
ward with the invention of 'lumber­
men's wool boots or leggins and rub­
bers. Everybody of the male persuar 
sfon wore boots of 'coarse cowhide^ 
wooden .pegged found in all the gener­
al stores.
