Saturday morning at 9 o'clock when 
the home in which.they were sleeping

The tragedy occurred at Talcville. 

The children are Ernest Eugene, 
aged two months, and Peggy, aged 
two years, children of Mr. and Mrs. 
Isaiah Servis. The body of Ernest 
was found in the wreckage of. a baby 
carriage in which he was sleeping. 
The house was a acomplete mass of 
ruins and the work of searching for 
the body was made difficult by the 
smouldering embers. 

Mother Poowerleas 
The mother of the children is fran­

tic with grief, having arrived on the 
~**-<saeae just shortly after the blaze was 

discovered. It was impossible to even 
approach the structure so intense was 
the beat and the woman stood a few 
(toot >t*m& «nd iwowtwi tlimlw iflrtter 
UmBer ftlli realtor Her two chilttwffl 
were being burned to death or had 
already died in the mass of flames and 

. smoke. 
Shortly before 9 o'clock Mrs. Servis, 

who was alone with the children left 
the* house to visit, at the' home of a 
neighbor, Mrs. Elmer Whalen. ,four 
houses away. (The youngest child was 
asleep in the baby carriage in the rear 
portion of, the house, while two other 

: children, Peggy and George, known 
"' as 'IBuster'.' were playing in the house. 

'When she left;the fires ,n«ere in good 
order ancjasf far as,is known there was 
no danger from this source. '.'; 

A! abort time later two young men, 
Harold Hurley and William Monroe,; 

who were in the Holley general store, 
which is separated from the Servis 
home by the Holley. storehouse, saw 
dense Volumes of black smoke arising 
over the storehouse. They believed 
that the storehouse was on fire and at 
once notified Mr. Holley. When they 
investigated, however, they discovered 

' that it waa the-Servis house which 
was a mass of flames. Mr. Holley ob­
tained George McCormick, Talcville 
station agent, and the two went to the' 
house with hand fire extinguishers. 
Flames were shooting from a kitchen 

'"Window, where it was thought that the 
children were playing^'but the.men 
were able to get within only a few 

'feet of the house, owing to the intense 
heat. They played the chemicals 
through the window, howtver, in hopes 
that it would reach that part in which 
the children were. -

Mrs. Serviss heard the commotion 
from the Whalen home and rushed to 
the.scene; By that time^scores of the 
neighbors were onthe scene doing all 
passible to avoid/a tragedy, but the 
flames had eaten into the structure 
so rapidly that in just a short time {the 
structure was in ruins. Mrs. Serviss 
w u prostrated by the accident ana the 
services of a physician were necessary. 

George Serviss, the other-child, man 
. ifged to make his escape although by 

what means is not knowji. ] He was un 
able jto give any account'of what had 
taken placet and no light was shed on 
the origin of the tradegy. He had been 
sleeping when the fire broke, out, and 
when the smoke reached him he rushed 
to the street in his bare feet, not know 
ing. that his brother and sister were 
being burned.

FRANK L. MOORE DIES 

Long Identified With Northern New 
York Paper Industry 

Frank L. Moore formerly of Wa 
-tertown president of the Westfield 
River Paper Company Inc. of Rus­
sell, Mass;, was found dead of heart 
disease in his room in the Belmont 
Hotel New York.. He had been at 
the hotel since Monday and had an 
appointment with Carl Becker a 
business associate when he-died not 
keeping it. 

Mr. Moore was for ' a long time 
identified with the paper industey' 
of Northern New York, coming *o" 
this section from Essex county. 
He was assistant to Charles 
H. Remington which position he 
held until the Remington mills Were 
sold to the Internatonal Paper Com­
pany in 1899. 

Mr. Moore remained with the In­
ternational as cashier and manager 
-of the Glen Park mill and later as 
division superintendent, until 1901. 
when he resigned to become general 
manager of the Raymondville Paper 
company. He became treasurer and 
general manager of the company, pi 
which Mr. Remington was.president. 

Mr.̂  Moore went to Raymondville 
in 1901 and superintended the. con­
struction of the mill remaining as 
its superintendent-: until 1907. He 
became presdent and general man­
ager of the Newtonr Falls Paper com 
pany in October 1907. 

In 1920 the plant was sold to the 
McGraw Hill company, Mr. Moore 
remaining as manager for a year. 
He then retired for a time serving 
however, as adviser to the federal 
'tariff commission on puln-patfer im-
'ports. More than a year ago* he re 
moved to SDringfield, Mass. He was 
active in the American Paper and 
Pulp association and was its presi­
dent for three terms dating from 
1914.
