• - Thompson was born at Col ton, 62 
years ago-son of the late William S. 
«nd Harriet Knann Thompson. He" 
passed Ms earlv childhood there and 
at 'Hanawa Falls,, removing with his 
parents to Michigan when 7. ' 

Moved To Michigan. 
His father a lumber and mill opera­

tor on the Racket river, continued 
these operations in Michigan, then one

offline; THey located' at; KbwBrttf<Sty 
Mich., where tH» boy grew to manhood 
receiving his education in the village 
school and at a military academy. 

Thompson had a varied career from 
the extdJmes of success and failure. 
At .times he was without money and 
almost without clothes; again he poss­
essed small fortunes. Through a per­
iod of his younger, days he saw the Un 
ited States as a tramp printer, possess 
ing all of the genius and ability of 
that once remarkable class of news­
paper workers. As a tyri? setter of 
the old school, when papers were pro­
duced by hand, he -was—at—lightning 
compositor. His ability in this me­
chanical division of publication stood 
him in good value during his remark­
ably successful caitier in the frozen 
north. 

From the composing room he branch 
ed into the news department, exhibit­
ing a *l>rsatility which made the 
papers which he edited both interest­
ing and instructive. He invaded the 
Alaskan field with the nioneers of the 
go)d rush, establishing his paper when 
no newspaper enterprise. shared the 
field for hundreds' of miles. His ex­
periences were varied and often thrill­
ing, as befitted a new territory, where
