Dr. S. P. Brown, village health offi-
ii i lias filed his report fur Uri"> with 
lilt' \'illl|tfl<' MlMl'M"!. flhl' iKiJIlll'l' l'i«: 
views health conditions during Hie 
year and urges the speedy installation 
ill' the filtered water system for the 
village. "It also urges the repeal or 
suspension of the soft coal ordinance 
until such.time as conditions in the 
anthracite industry are more nearly 
normal. The reports says iii part : 

Report of the Village helath Officer 
for the year 1925. 
• To the Board of Trustees, 

Gentlemen: 
There have been during the past 

year 116 births and 63 deaths within 
our village and 190 eases" of'contag­
ious disease have been reported to me 
as follows: 116 measles, 37 chicken 
pox, 11 mumps, 11 pneumonia, -5 tuber­
culosis., 4 whooping cough. 2 diphther 
ia, 2 typhoid fever, 1 opthalmia neona­
torum and 1- Pot ts disease. 

The tweTeases "of typhoid fever were 
investigated and without doubht- had 
their origin outside our village. We 
were fortunate in not having more 
than the two cases of diphtheria and 
have the energetic inleasures followed 
by the physicians in attendance to 
thank for not having an epidemic of 
that dread disease. 

The houses where the,, contagious 
diseases existed have been tagged 
showing the disease present, but the 
only-cases where strict quarantine has 
been enforced were the two cases of 
diphtheria. • 

The meat inspector, 'Dr. Chaney* has 
been quite busy and has condemned 
several beeves and pigs during the 
year. The meat ordinance is of much 
benefit to our people, not only because 
of the carcasses condemned, but be­
cause of the inspection required much 
poor and diseased mea, which would 
otherwise be sold here, is taken else­
where. '_ 

.The barns, dairies, equipment and 
rows of our various milk-men have 
been inspected and checked up a t var­
ious .times during the.year. 
• . Iii regard to the village/water; The 
Village, as you will recall, voted, ten 
months ago. to install a filtration sys 
tern. Nothing material has been done 
up to the present time. Ten (months-
seems an unnecessary delay and I re-
t'limmend that you t ike steps at once 
to expedite the establishment of this 
improved water system for our village. 

Last summer, you recall, Your Hon 
ored Board enacted a health ordinance 
called the smoke, nuisance ordinance 
prohibiting the burning of soft coal 
within our- village Then the coal 
strike came and it Is impossible to buy 
hard coal., The average wage earner 
of ..our village is earning $18.00 per 
week, if he is fortunate enough to have 
t" biry coke a t $18.00 per ton. He can 
nut buy dry wood and he can not keep 
a-job. His income does not allow him 
his family warm burning green wood; 
and hence of necessity he must eithei-
bum the cheaper grades of soft coal 
or he niul: his family freeze. -We are 
a much legislated community. * 

Such laws. as this one compels 
those who would be law-abiding citi­
zens to' be law breakers and since it 
is impossible for our people to obey it, 
I recommend to you that; you either re­
peal- your ordinance or suspend its 
workings until such t ime as hard coal 
can be bought in quantities sufficient 
and, a t a price so reasonable that it 
can be used 'by the people of our viU_ 
lage. „

An interesting situation is presented 
While no statements bave been made 
by either, it is noised about that- both 
desire to succeed to the new district 
and if this be true the county Republi­
can organization is faced with a deli­
cate situation. Mrs. Craves is the 
only woman member of the assembly. 
She sought the office hereslf succeed 
ing Frank L. Seaker and had ho op­
position. She has filled the position 
capably.. She was recognized this ses­
sion with a committee chairmanship, 
the first woman ever to hold such an 
office. 

Mrs. Graves since her election has 
acquired'a wide acquaintance through 
out the north country and is especially 
well known among the women and 
womens organizations before whom 
she is a frequent speaker. Impartial 
observers declare that she has a very 
substantial strength amnng the women 
of the- county. ! • 

Mr. Pratt won a decisive victory in 
the Republican primaries when he d<v 
feated Assemblyman Edward A. iKver-
ett of this place for the nomination. 
Pratt was .generally'conceded to have 
the backing .of the Republican county 
organization ^fiidi,~"a<cordmg to i t -
port, was unfriendly to Byerett charg­
ing him wifh insubordination and a de 
sire to kick over the traces unmindful 
if the cracking of the part^' whip. Puts 
dam was tire only big town of the dis 
trirf to give r"Verctt a mjtjjoriry. This 
town went for him liainlVomely. 

If it he-true that both will seek n re-
nomination and enter the primaries 
in the fall, the county G. O. P., will be 
forced to decide whether it will contin 
ue tiie'support it is generally.ere lited 
with having given Pratt and risk a 
break with Mrs. Graves .and possibly 
antagonize the women of the county, 
or throw over the Ma'ssena n.nn and be 
sure of the womens vote. • 

One solution already suggested is 
that Mrs. Graves "may be offered a 
very desirable bit- of patronage if she 
will keep out of the assembly race. In 
this connection, it is recalled tha£ for­
mer County Judge Clarence S. Ferr is 
one time a possible candidate in the 
primaries for member of congress 
against Congressman Snell, recei%-ed 
an appointment as deputy attorney 
general following his decision not to 
make the race. 

However, those professing to know, 
are of the opinion that Mrs. Graves is 
the sort who would prefer actual le : 

gislativc position rather than the sine­
cure of an appointive office, 

The Republicans will lose three up­
state members of the assembly, as a re 
suit of the complete census figures, 
just made public by .Mrs. Florence E. 
S. Knapp, secretary of state. 

Upon these figures the legislature 
will reapportion the senate and assem­
bly districts, St. Lawrence, Steuben 
and IDutchess counties, each of which 

HS now represent9d by two iRepublican 
assemblymen, will be reduced to one 
representative in the lower house of 
the legislature because of their fail­
ure to keep up with the normal in­
crease in population in -the state as a 
whole. / \ 

These, three iRepubHcans, however, 
\Vill be offset by the loss of three seats 
in. New York county, which always 
send-iSBemoemts to the legislature,. 

Kings county will gain three seats 
aaid Queens two seats. IBoth these 
counties send Democratic delegations 
to the legislature. Nassau, which 
county gains n seat is generally repres 
en-ted* by Republicans. This makes a 
net gaiii of four for the Dembcrats in 
the assembly, as forecast' early this 
week. "* 

New Y'ork county is likely to lose 
two senatorial seats, while Kings and. 
Queens will gain one each. The politl 
cal complexion of the penate will con­
sequently not be changed. I t has been 
thought' that a new senate seat *rould 
have to be created but the complete. 
census repbrt removes this necessity.

An important action of interest to 
northern New York brought by George 
W. Barnett formerly of Potsdam, vs. 
Brown and Bailey- Condensed Milk 
company was argued in the Appellate 
Division in Albany recently. Andrew..J 
Hanmer, of Marsena, made the tfrgu 
ment for Barnett and Delos M. Cos-
grove, of W-ateVtown, and Lawrence 
Russell of Canton for the' Dairy 
company. 

This action, was commenced in 1921 
to compel the Dairy company to per­
form a contract whereby it is alleged 
that it had agreed to purchase, certain 
property in Potsdam and known as the 
Frontier House and pay Mr. Barnett 
therefor $31,000, the .property to be 
used for a milk chocolate plant. The 
action was tried by Mr. Hanmer, attor­
ney for Bamett, and Messrs Cosgrove. 
and RUssell and Thomas Spratt of Og 
densburg and Frank L. Cubley, of 
Potsdam, appeared for. the defendant. 

Justice Angell rendered a decision 
in favor of the defendant ami Mr. Bar­
nett appealed from that decision. The 
Appellate Division will probably ren­
der its decision in March.'
