later, it w a s not due to electric shock 
but rather to burns, and a fractured 
skull received when he fell. 

I have hesitated to go into these de­
tails . I have done so because I want 
to bring home to this ..assembly, in as 
striking a manner as I can, the possi­
bility of success, where prompt and \, 
which apparently are hopeless. Gar­
rett's success will redound to his credit 
for years to come. His was meritor­
ious effort worthy of recognition. It 
has been recognized as I shall explain 
later. 

I urge you ta familiarize yourselves 
with this method and when occasion 
comes, t o promptly apply it.-- Don't 
waste precious minutes going for a doc 
tor, or in transporting the unfortunate 
victim to pleasanter surroundings.

Every available 
man was eommandered. Repair work 
w a s carried on day and night a t top 
speed. One o f our trusted.employees 
—Horace. Snyder—was detailed for 
some of the • switch • board, work that 
his experience fitted him for. H i s de­
votion to duty kept him continuously 
at his task for oyer 24 hours. On the 
morning of June 28th, while .st i l l en­
g a g e d on t h i s repair work, in some 
woy , the details of which are still 
shrouded in mystery, possibly a mis ­
s t e p or a miscalculation of distance, he 
came in contact with a live circuit, t h e 
only one as i t happens, where injury 
would have been possible. Other em-
poyees working in close proximity to 
the scene o f the-accident immediately 
r^idered ass is tance but so fa* - . a s 
could be determined Snyder ha& met

A s distressing as these unfortunate 
accidents a r e i t is a great satisfaction 
t h a t our Mr. H. P. Garrett, superinten­
dent of out power plants, who fortun­
ate ly was famil iar wi th the method of 
resuscitating of whieh I have spoken, 
was present. A s a result of his prompt 
energetic and continued efforts,- extend

''Don't g ive up," said the doctor, "Even 
i f the physician says the man is dead. 
There i s a lways the chance a .doctor., 
may be wrong." 

George:W. S/isson^Jr., talked on the 
tendency now so prevalent among cor­
porations t o , p a y greater attention to 
the we l fare of .their employees and toW 
of some Of the movements afoot along 
this l ihev He spoke in particular of 
the safety-first initovements and'the suc­
cess in thp ieductiion\of industrial ac­
cidents which has resulted from them. 

C. R. VanHousen took up the subject 
from- the standpoint of the teacher 
and told' of some things'which" might 
be accomplished by the instruction of 
the youth of the country along theie 
l ines in school. 

•Rev. W. 3. Prout expressed the hope 
tha^in the rising generation, the same 
glory, might attach to the preservation 
and the saving of human life as has 
previously attached to the taking of it 
in war.

Mr.' insull was born in London, Eng­
land, in 1859 and educated in private 
schools at London, Reading and Ox­
ford.' H e came to America, i n 18S1

became associated with Mr. Thomas 
Edison in 1881 and started the commer 
cial development of the Edison cen­
tral-station^ light and power systent 
For some years Mr. Insull w a s connec­
ted with the Edison Machine Works in 
Schenectady in the capacity of General 
Manager He continued jn this capac 
i ty until consolidation was made ito 
the Edison General Electr ic Company 
and laterally another consolidation in­
to w h a t i s nbw known as the General 
Electric Company. 

Mr. Insull is at present serving in 
various capacities such as President 
of the Commonwealth Edison Com­
pany, Chairman and President of the 

vice Company of Northern Illinois, 
Pre-iJent of the Middle West Util it ies 
and Milwaukee Railroad and Chicago 
Iiin.-uti.i - of the Chicago, North .Shore 

I <!. In'iv HI,MI Tr.nt'.iiir Company nud a 
Milliliter .if .ollllllll' iliiKlfioMs Wlfll'lii l' 
will not lake the time to etmnierati'. 
It is sufficient to say that the various 
companies with whieh he is associated 
have a gross business of- more than 
$100,000,000 per annum and securities 
outstanding of about $470,000,000. I 
mention this to show Mr.-InsuU's prom 
inence in connection with the industry. 

In 1917 Union College of Schenec­
tady ..conferred upon Mr. Insull the de 
gree of Doctor of Science in recogni­
tion of his,achievements as an organi­
zer and administrator. , 

Until 1922 commendation was the 
only method>*mployed~Tn- expressing 
appreciation to tho#e who had saved 
Jives—by the application of the Prone 
Pressure Method. The Accident Pre­
vention Committee of the National 
EleetRc 'Light 'Association i/eali^ed 
that nothing c.ould,take .the..place of 
the personal satisfaction of having 
saved a. l ife, yet recognition of the 
successful cases in a more tangible 
mannen w a s greatly desired and know 
ing Mr. InsuU's interest in this hum-
anita-rian work he was approached on 
the subject and readily agreed to .pro­
vide a medal for award by the Nat ion 
al Electric Light Association for meri­
torious cases of resuscitation from elec 
trie shock by the Prone Pressure 
Method. 

I t has been customary for Mr. Insull 
whenever possible, to present thes'a 
medals in person. Af ter what has 
been stated in respect t o Mr. ttsull'B 
activities we can readily appreciate 
that he could not spare the t ime to 
come to this more or less remote part 
continuous effort is employed, in cases 
of the state and he has therefore re­
quested me to represent him in the pre 
sentatiim-.»f this Medal which is in 
number 5(5, of those-awarded in similar 
cases. '
