That portion of the Bennington 
battlefield located in New York is-now 
owned by the state; the Oriskany 
battlefield recently has been purchased 
by the patriotic citizens of the Mo­
hawk Valley, and is ready to be turned 
over to the state. The next step is to 
acquire the Saratoga battlefields. 
Four hundred acres of land where trie 
principal fighting took place are held 
in the name of a patriotic organization 
and it is understood payments on this 
property will be completed by .private 
subscription and the property handed 
over to the State. Other lands may be 
acquired by purchase, condemnation 
or appropriation. 

' The legislature is to be asked to 
authorize the transfer of these proper­
ties to a cangnission or proper state 
body. It also,wil| be asked to make 
appropriation to acquire land, improve 
it and erect memorials. It is worthy 
of the, state to'recognize*the beauty 
and historic value of this northern 
country where our undisciplined Amer­
ican soldiers made their first real 
stand against trained British regulars. 

A traveler passing, through that 
country in 1824 declined the tattles 
of Saratoga the "most important ma 
itary operations which have: ever been 
carried on in the United States." 
New York state has Men tardy in re-

* cognizing the honor and glory which' 
are attached to these -battlefields. 
They were the turning point of the 
American Revolution. 'Between now, 
and the sesquicentennial of file defeat 
of the Burgoyne campaign they should 

' be made state properties, to be dedi­
cated during that celebration with pro­
per memorials. Other states whose 
troops participated in these battles 
would follow-in making Saratoga re­
present to -the valor and chivalry of 
the Revolutionary period what Gettys­
burg does to the heroism and sacrifice 
of the Civil War days.
