The opera house was located 
in the n»rth end of the building and a 
stage annex extended at. right arifclee

' The building was erected and owned 
by the town of Oswegatchle- of which 
the city of Ogdensburg is a part, and 
was completed in 1880. The follow­
ing year the opera house was opened 
by Lester Wallack's company of which 
Rose Coghlan was the star. 

The building was insured for about 
SI25,000, which will cover about half 

the. loss providing the walls aire found-
to be intact, otherwise the ruin will be 
total. 

The first floor of the front part of 
the building hpused\ the city offices, 
including the common council chamber 
recorder's room and police station, 
while "the citv jail and janitors quar­
ters were in the basement. 

Notwithstanding the fact that the 
building was constructed entirely of 
stone, the interior burned like a tinder 
box, and Tvith half an hour the entire 
structure wasNa mass of red flames 
which ^ were farmed bv a stiff south­
west windjwrhi^h chilled the firemen 
and spectators. The massive bell tha t 
hung in the clock tower.150 feet above 
the street held its position until. 1:45 
whfinjf crashed to the ground, sending 
up a shower of snarks tha t made 
magnificence spectacle. 

The reflection was' seen for iriles 
around but. strangely enough, only a 
small percentage of the city people 
knew that, the .town's, finest building-
was being destroyed. This was due to 
'the .fact that the fire alarm bell was 
sourM'eSl. only ,once or .twice, befoTe 
Janitor xTJiomas Preston was forced 
to flee for his life. 

The wind carried embers several 
blocks, awav nnd the roofs of many 
bourses -and. business structures were 
showered with the blazing pieces, but 
the fresh snow that came in the morn­
ing saved the city, as if by a miracle. 
• The heat was so intense that . the 

heavy plate -£lass windows in the' St. 
Lawrence County Utilities building on 
the east side of Caroline street were 
shattered and the interior woodwork 
was blistered, the damage amounting 
to around $2,500. The roof of Hail's 
Bakery ignited several times but the 
fire was promptly extinguished. The 
rear of the New ©gdenshurg,. hotel 
which was fpcated barely !V0 feet from 
the annex of th? opera house was in 
serious danger for fullv. an hour, but 
the firemen held the blaze, and pre­
vented the blaze from leaping the gap. 

Although the new $150,000 Ogdens­
burg bank building stood scarcely 50 
feet from the opera house it escaped 
practically without dartlige, although 
the heat cracked some ~of t h e windows, 
and clouds of smoke poured through 
the apertures.
