A HOPELESS CASE . 

American men, and women too,

by the United States Attorney General 
John C. Sargent^ 

"Every-person.'who sells liquor does 
it soleK- because saafle one will pay a 
price /high enough to make a profit 
sufficient to offset the chance of detec­
tion, cKnvictwTand punishment,"'said 
Mr. Sargent.. ?«*To put jt differently, 
every such sale is the direct result of

"Now why do otherwise decent, re­
spectable citizens engage in such brib­
ery ? Because, they say, the law inter 
feres with their personal liberty in 
that they have an inherent right to 
ditek whiskey or any other liquor if 
th'ey»choose. What but logic is there 
in the mental processes of a man who 
has been paid a reward for law break­
ing by substantial, wealthy, respected 
members of the community, in think­
ing and saying. 'They pay me to com 
mlt crime. I will"get jnore.pay for 
ctlximitting crime by robbing them'bf 
their money and jewelry. They are 
willing to pay me for the bribery, per­
jury, violence and murder I must^com-
mlt to get thenr what they want; why 
should I her.itate at violence and mur­
der to get from them what I want?' 

' "Is it any wonder what banditry, min­
der, bribery, and corruption flourish? 
That'the morally deficient, tiie crimin­
ally inclined more and more boldly 
go about taking what they want where 
they can find it, oy any means; necess 
ary to get it, when they have constant 
ly before them the spectacle of the 
very class of people whom they despoil 
and kill if necessary, offering to pay 
and paying them and others to take 
the risk of breaking other laws?" 

In plain English Mr. Sargent right­
ly charges that the most dangerous 
craninals in-, the country are those so 
called respectable citizens -who pamper 
thtir own depraved desires for-bad 
liquor by bribing some one to commit 
the crime of selling ity.
