Roy F. Hall And Party 
Bids. 

To Enter 

Roy F. Hall, of Watertown, division 
highway engineer of this department 
since 1920,/is a member of a party of 
engineerVand contractors sailing from 
NewYork last week for Cuba, repres­
enting the JarrJes Stewart Co., high­
way engineers of New York city, 
which plans to enter a bid on a big 
Cuban highway project; covering 700 
miles, about B0 per cent of which will 
be new construction, some parts of 
which pass through the tangled jungle 
where there are no. trails.. 

Mr. Hall has secured a leave of ab­
sence covering the time to be spent in" 
Cuba. T. A Oliver, of the Spellman-
Oliver Co.| Cnateaugay, w a s expected 
to join the party, which was also to in­
clude Major W. H. Sloan," chief engine­
er of the New Jersey State Highway 
commission; Lowell Grossman, former 
highway commissioner of New York 
state; 'Frank Collins, president of the 
Dale Engineering Co.. of Rochester; 
Neal Crowley, member of the firm of 
others. They expect to be absent' 
about a month. The road,a part of 
Richard 'Hopkins & Co., of Albany, and

'he is entitled to reasonable hospital 
medical r.ad iygicnl ' tit'entii'ii at 
th-' expense of the government 
Wherever possible this attention 
must be given by medical officers of 
the; government such as officers of 
the Public Health Service; Army 
or Navy If none of these is avail 
able then a private, physician des­
ignated or approved by the com­
mission may be called in. Of 
course in the event of an emerg­
ency as an awident the nearest 
available physician may be* called 
and the commission will pay his fee 

In order to be entitled to compel 
sation and the other benefits of 
th.- Compensation Act it is necess­
ary to prove that the injury qr dis­
ability is not the 'result of the em­
ploye's willful misconduct, intention 
to bring about the injury or death 
of himself or another. or of intoxiea 
tion. Also no claims can be; allow 
ed which are not filed within ono 
ysaf of the date of the injury. 

When a man is injured the case 
is immediately, reported to his sup­
erior who in turn notifies the com-
misson. The claim is then filed 
promptly on the blank furnished 
for this particular purpose. 

In the case of death. due to in­
jury received in performance of duty 
the widow is paid 35 per cent of 
the salary of the deceased arid an 
additional ten per cent for each 
child. The total must not exceed 
S6B.67 a month. Compensation is 
paid to the widow until she :-e-mar 
ries or dies. It is paid to the <*ild 
only untiL he becomes " 1R years >>f 
age unless he is mentally or physi­
cally incapable of self .support after 
that time If the child marries be­
fore reaching the age of 18 the 
compensation is discontinued. 

If there is no widow but one child 
under 18, 25 per cent of the month 
lv pay of the employe is allowed 
the child. To each additional chi l l 
ten per cent of the monthly pay 
is allowed. The total amount of 
such compensation is to be equally 
divided among the children and is 
paid to their guardian until \hey 
reach the age of 18. 

In the case of death the govern­
ment will pay funeral expenses UP to 
$100. Also if the employee dies 
while he is away from his home 
station his remains will be shipped 
to his home at' the expense of the 
government. That is if a . man 
whose headquarters are in Wash­
ington dies while doing special 
work in-New Mexico, his remains 
may be' i.'nt to his homo nnyv.-hers 
in the Vfitpd States. If however 
he dies while in Wa'hirgttm, his 
hom>? station'no provision is mada 
under '.he law for sjiijining the 
boifv to h's original honr* al govern 
ment_expense.

That • is 
wherever it is oossible it gives the 
claimant' the) benefit of the doubt.
