, • says a bulletin from' the National 
Geographic Society. "Although it 
|jas an area only a little larger than 
Rhode Island BO many craters oc­
cur on Unimak Island that there is 
often a great deal of confusion as 
to the location of the various erup­
tions reported. 

Fujyama's "Doubte," 
"Mount Shishaldin, the peak re­

cently reported active is the most 
striking and beautiful of the eleven 
major craters of the island. I t has 
one of the most nearly perfect cones 
in the'worldl seeming to float suspend 
ed In the air above its cloud girt 
base. Because of its white symme­
t ry it has been called the most form 
idable rival of the celebrated Fujiy 
ma. Fortunate however, is the 
visitor who has seen this Alaskan 
queen in all her beauty, for most of 
the year Unimak, and the rest of 
the. Aleutians are^veraveloped in a 
heavy, blanket of fog and low-lying 
clouds. , ' ' . . -

"Despite Unimak's size and its 
separation from the mainland 'pan­
handle' of Alaska by only a narrow 
strip of water , it is of little im­
portance. There are no good har-
bora around i ts shores and only one 
settlement, Cape Alsit Village is 
listed!. , ' ' 

"Cod fishing on the great banks to 
the south of the island, which are 
s imilar- to those of Newfoundland, 
and the mining of small quantities 

, of sulphur and pumice stone are the 
princ'iphl industries. The inhabit-

'"There i s rio tourist trade partly 
because there are n 0 accomodations 
for them, but mainly because the 
beauties of the island can be seen 
to advantage with binoculars on 
shipboard.

So great is the 
danger from this source that high­
way engineers h a v e recently sound 
c d $. warning to the public and haVe 
also shown constructively how eas­
ily and simply the remedy can be 
provided. 

These engineers' meet the situa­
tion with the following recommenda

1. Build country roads of hard-
surface material with : sufficiently 
solid base. 

3;- Make these country roads at 
least 18 feet wide—20 feet if., poss­
ible, i 

3. Widen the dangerous "bottle 
necks" and pave with pennant nt 
surfacing more of the main streets 

•JU Build by pass roads for 
through traffic, thereby relieving 
congestion in the city's busy dis­
tricts. ' . 

DOonstruct . tho( perm.-lnent rloads 
that lead immediately . • the cities 
at least 40 feet vh and build 
many of them. 

6 Pr.ov.ide at intervals of. not 
^more than 300 feet rural highways 
Jwith level parking spaces entirely 
off the main-traveled roads. 

Fortunately public opinion has al 
ready been actively aroused of late 
to prompt adoption of all safety 
measures, by the thorough going 
campaign of education of numerous 
chambers of commerce, safety coun 
cils, and other civic, state, and ra­
tional welfare organizations. Hence 
there is little doubt that in the mat 
ter of making roads and streets 
safe for both motorists and pedest­
rian the many road and civic author 
ities will cooperate.

Among the.wild creatures noted 
for being good fathers there are 
none, perhaps, so faithful and un­
selfish, as our friend and- enemy, the 
fox. Hie i is a splendid husband and 
father, and provides~"fomlr for the 
mother and her young, going hun­
gry himself if the supply is not 
sufficient for all. Indeed, he will 
nearly starve himself so that the 
vixen and cubs have plenty to eat . 
I t is not unusual to see the dog 
fox thin and worn while the babies 
and mother are fat and sleek. 

While' the cubs are ' quite small, 
he does not take much part in the 
home life except in bringing food 
to the den for the mother. Thus pro 
vided, the vixen, gives all her time 
and strength to the cubs and her 
life is not in danger by long t r ips 
for food. He is very careful t ha t 
the den will remain a secret at this 
time, and if followed,' w ' l ' K° *n 

another direction, trying to cover 
his scent, or imitate the. sounds of 
other animals so as toi deceive the 
enemy.

A very 
hungry cub soon k a r n s to find its 
dinner hidden "away in some cor­
ner. Then they are taught to go 
through the . grass looking for mice. 
At^first they miss prey but soon 
grow sly'and successful. 

They are taught to listen closely 
to -the different sounds about them 
and learn the. meaning and danger 
of each.- If the mother suddenly 
drops down and remains very still 
the cubs follow her example. Thus 
all things necessary for a wise fox 
to know/- are- . ^taught the cubs 
When they are ithree, months old 
their final lesson-' is given them by 
their mother. She takes her cubs' 
with her, some distance away, to 
hunt food. This is not always sue 
cessful and! is often dangerous but 
after a time they grow as cunning 
as their "patents and are quite able 
to- find their own food. 

As summer' passes into autumn 
the family life is suddenly broken 
up by the parents.* The. good fath 
e r t h a t had watched and fed them 
so -carefully refuses to share his 
dinner with them, and growls if 
they t ry to take i t in the old wayr 
The disturbance continues and the 
cubs are driven froni the nursery— 
obliged to go soiwet distance away 
from home. Even mother refuses 
to t ake their pa r t or follow them.
