stand ready to show them the way and to give 
expert assistance. The purpose of this article is 
to illustrate the way in which the colleges are 
getting in contact with the banks, and the kind of 
assistance they render. -

As soon as the college has a list of the banks 
in the state desiring to adopt plans to aid agricul­
ture as indicated by project blanks sent out to all
