Sisson has served for two terms an<l 
was loath to run again a year ago. 

However, it was ssjd yesterday that 
his friends were' very insistent that he' 
allow his name to go before the caucus 
for renomination with those of Mr. 
Lonney and Mr. Watson. It is believ 

. ed that Mr. Siss_on will have some de­
finite statement t o make in a few days' 

According to rumour in political cir 
cles yesterday, an opposition ticket to 
the administration may go in the field 
at the coming caucus, backed by Dr." 
S. P. Brown. Dr. Brown would not 
confirm this report yesterday. The 
doctor has been more or less active in 
'.Municipal politics at various times" and 
a year ago took a decided stand in f ay 
or of a filtered water plant. The, very 
substantial victory-which was won by 
the filter plant advocates at that time 
was generally admitted to be due in no 
small degree to the efforts of Dr. 
Brown. If the doctor has really de­
termined to get into the municipal cam 
paign this year with a ticket, it seems 
to be a'forgone conclusion that it will 
at least be very definitely known that 
he is running 'when the votes are 
counted. ' 

It seems probable that there will be

S. Hosmer, the present incumbent will 
be a candidate again and Mrs. Minerva.

ing them to the charter election and 
t'-'-»i>by putting two tickets into the 
field. It Is not expected that any 
contestants will developo for the other 
off ires on th" balance of the ticket.

The first is for the construction of 
four reinforced concrete rapid mech 
anical filters of two million gallons 
dtaily capacity, Included in thepe 
proposals are th£ construction of a 
clear well, sedimentation basing"mix 
ing chambers and super and sub­
structure for two hydro electric 
units of two hundred horse power 
each to provide .operation of the 
filters.; 

The second bids are asked for the 
filter equipment which includes the 
piping, motors for pumping the wa 
te f fo and from the filters, the neces 
sary pumps to do this pumping and 
other incidental equipment of this 
'nature. 

The third proposals asked are for 
one four/ihundrea gallon steel -tank 
which.will be used in equalizing pres 
sure on the filter plant; -for one 
hydro-electric unit; and . for one 
switchboard and the necessary 
equipment to go with it. 

Bids on the filter plr-nt were asked 
for-some months ago by the board, 
6ut it" was found that comparative 
ly few bidders responded. It wns 
determined at that time- to reject 
all bids and advertise again, giving 
prospective bidders additional op-l 
portunity in the meantime tp look 
over conditions. It is hoped now 
that, a contract may be awarded so 
that construction work may be start 
ed just- as soon ~as weather condi­
tions permit in the spring. The 
plant will lie located on land owned 
by the -village adjacent to the muni­
cipal . pumping station in ' Raymond 
Street..
