I The year of 1846 witnessed the

Hill There were the Millers, O'­

In the winter when I went to 
school at Brick Chapel. I used to see 
some of them every day as they:

It was this year in' 
the spring that Nelson A'ndjerson, 
as" a l«d of 16, hired out to my 
father at ?11 a month and board. 
T take most of this article from 
things he told.
