The assess 
ments amounted to about, $1()0,II0(K 
The railroad brought action again'.-t 
the Tax Commission in Albany, which

luid at" i\Hllotie, Ciillliiii and WilfUirnu 
and Uoferee (Tooney finally derided 
that none of these rivers .were public 
waters and that the tax was void for 
lack of jurisdiction in the Tax Com, 
mission to make the same. 

The present decision confirms the 
referees-position. 

Similar actions have been brought 
each year since 1920 and will be ter 
minuted 'by the present action. The 
towns and villages will be obliged to 
refund to the railroad all "taxes col 
'lected by reason of this erroneous 
assessment.

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the pulp and i t can be packed so tight 
ly as to be impervious to water. When 
the water is removed, the.pulp will 
take \\p less space and 100 pounds of 
actual pulp can be shipped instead of 
35 pounds of pulp and 65 pounds of 
water, 
'"I have, been told of one sawmill 

that is burning 20 cords of wood per 
hour," Mr. Fuller say's, "and with my 
invention almost all of this can be con 
verted into a marketable iproduct and 
shipped East or to the Middle West 
where there is a growing demand for 
pulp Much of the waste material 
found around sawmills and" logging 
camps can be ground up on the spot 
and shipped to any part of the coun­
try." 

Little machinery is necessary for 
crushing the wood into pulp, the inven-
ter says. Thus, mills in outlying dis 
tricts close to where the logs are cut, 
can grind up the wood into pulp and 
ship it to the nearest paper mill where 
it is cojiverted into paper. ' This will 
reduce the present waste and will be 
more economical than shipping the 
heavy green timber to a paper trill. 

Mr. Fuller has worked on this in­
vention for many years and was work 
ing on it while he resided in Waterl 
town. After discovering a method of 
dehydrating pulp, he did nothing to 
ward patenting his scheme until urged

Accidents 
sometimes occur when small child­
ren investigate electric poles or fly 
kites with wire attachments that 
come in contact with the -electric 
wires. Other instances of ignbrancc 
or carelessness wore mentioned. Mr. 
Pelton stressed the point that teach 
ers and parents should know some* 
thing about accident., of such com­
mon occurrence. 

The points emphasized in the mat 
ter of resuscitation were that if an 
accident occurs the victim, must first 
be freed from the electric wire or 
machinery without beinp touched

pesonal contact and injury to the 
rescuer. Immediate action is neces 
sary. The pront pressure method of 
resuscitation was recommended. ,, In 
this method of resuscitation the in 
jured person is laid on his face 
and air is •alternatelyforced out of 
the. lungs and. into them by alter­
nate, pressure and release of pres­
sure on the ribs. .
