Remarkable discoveries that may ev 
cntqaily lead to a sharp reduction in 
the number of abnormal children, have 
been made through extended research 
into tmiental development in infancy 
along lines never before attempted, 
Or <jeaeH, director of the Yale iPeycho 
Chnic has reported to President An-
getl of Yale University. 

Turning attention from children of j 
school age to those under that age the 
clinic has discovered that it is possi­
ble t o determine psychological varia­
tions fra.r.i the normal in extremely 
joung children through standardised 
methods of- charting mental reactions. 
Babies as young as one month have 
had the system applied to them witn 
success, L»r. <Gesell said.

The man contemplating 
murder in England knows while ht w 
deliberating, that if he kills, within the 
short period of six weeks or a little 
more he will surely die for bis crime."
