WORK IN STATE 
SOME INCIDENTS IN Wf>BK 

THROUGHOUT THE 
STATE. 

St. Lawrence ^County, Home Bur 
eau has completed its first year of 
work, and is in receipt of an inter 
esting report of work for the state. 
'Moie than two hundred seventy five 
thousand dollars was invested in ser 
vice of the home bureaus to the 
people of New York state during 
1925, according to the annual report 
of the state extension service. About 
one sixth of this was contributed by 
the state and federal governments 
and the rest was raised locally in 
the counties, ,i County boards of su 
pervisors appropriated ^134^222.70 for 
the home demonstration service and 
it is*- estimated that $61,62* was 
raised in various ways by the local 
home bureau groups. Membership 
fees totalled $24,759. 

Thirty eight " counties and three 
cities in / t h e state have organize:! 
ihftm* ibuwaup \Witn imnmwwff itroinsii 
itf: Home- ecomnHiwti "flltls- iit tits tVw> 
more than in 1924. In these coun 
ties 24,759 women in 998 communi 
ties have enrolled _to^ study one or 
more phases of home making, includ 
ing clothing, foods, nutrition, house 
hold management, house furnishing, 
and child training. Studies under 
these headings deal with specific 
parts of thf worlc on which the worn 
en feel the need of study and improve 
ment. 

Much real effort for community 
betteit.r.ent has grown out of some.of 
these projects, according to the heads 
of this extension activity. In one 
county the playground equipment of 
six schools was bettered. Hot lunch 
es were established in 118 schools 
and in twenty more schools "milk 
was served" for the first .time. ' Al 
though a complete report on the re 
suits of the community work is not 
available, seventeen community build 
ings and, rooms have been establish 
ed, and ten. communities have im 
proved, added, to, or started libraries 
Other communities equipped . rest 
roorr.fe and helped county hospitals 
and county, wide tree planting pro 
grams. -_

The first session of the.69th con­
gress is off. The regular Representa­
tives elected a speaker and committee 
chairmen. 

The president delivered his annual 
message jn which he recommended a-
mong other things the reduction of tax 
es, more efficiency and economy in 
federal expenditures, a World Court of 
International. Justice, added.power to 
the president to enable him to act in 
emergency of coal strikes, full develop 
ment of waterways and water power, 
improved marketing conditions for ag­
ricultural products,, and concurrence 
and aid of states in enforcing prohibi­
tion. 

These recommendations will receive

sideration of a new tax bill that reduc 
es direct taxation $325,000,000. The 
first provision at least will be of inter 
est t o every man who makes a return, 
in,that it increases the exemption" of 
unmarried men from $1,000 to $1,500 
and for married men from $2,500 to 
$3,500.

ONTARIO FORTS WERE SITES 
^OF SHIP BUILDING 

INDUSTRY 

That historic libtle lake port of 
Sackett Harbor, the battleground of 
one of the skirmisbes of the war of 
1812, and several of the other harbors 
of Jefferson County along Lake Ontar­
io^ were~at «ne timejfibout- 10ft years 
ago, the scenes of a thriving and prom 
ising. industry. The industry was 
that of ship building, but it proved to 
be rather .shortlived, at least it has 
not remained a permanent industry. 

The first steamboat run on the 
Great Lakes was the "Ontario" built 
at Sackett Harbor in 1816, shortly af­
ter the battle which made that little 
port of such historical signiticance. 
This vessel was of 237 tons, and con­
sidered a big boat for inland waters. 

This line of industry probably wais 
suggested J>y the abundant forest, and 
partly by the country's excellent har-""1 

tors' and her shore line, longer than 
that of any other county in this .state 
excepting Suffolk. ' 

At Three Mile Bay, that little vil­
lage which now- has no industry oC 
importance,.. except possibly fishing, 
there were built 32 lake going vessels, 
between the years of 1885 and 1862. 
These vessels had an aggregate capac 
ity of 6,410 \ons. 

There were four boats of 416 tons 
constructed at Point Peninsula and 11 
at Chaumont, all during this period 

hen the industry was thriving on 
this country's shones. • The 11 boats 
at Chaumont were of 1,134 tons. \
