COMMISSION REPORT FAVORS 

FEWER OFFICIALS AND 
MORE AUTHORITY 

According to Senator Pcrley A. 
Pitcher of Wateifown radical organ­
ization of village government is re­
commended in a report to the legisla­
ture from a joint committee headed by 
Senator Westfall, of Westchester. 

The result will be something in the 
nature of a uniform charter" for the 
500 villages of the state now operat­
ing under appioximately 500 charters 
alt differing in minor detail. It pro­
vides for a president and four trus-

Among the sweeping changes con­
templated in the shap division which 
will be drawn- between elective and 
Appointive village officials. Under the 
present system there are villages 
which elect as high as 14 officers. The 
Wcstfall committee holds that this 
does not, make for efficient govern­
ment and recommends a board of trus 
tees consisting of a president and 
four trustees, who will be empowered 
to name air other administrative offi­
cers. Provision is made'that if a vil­
lage desires it may elect justices of 
the peace. 

One of the complicating features of 
the problem is the great disparity in' 
population of villages. Some are lar 
ger than many citiesj others are only 
tiny harjets, so that absolute uniform 
legislation cannot be enacted. To meet 
this condition a large measure of home 
rule is to be allowed, as is (permitted 
cities. A briad groundwork will.be 
provided on which the various Village 
officials can erect a superstructure to 
fit their needs. 

The present classification into first, 
second, third and fourth class villages 
will be continued. Village boards will 
be given enlarged powers over raising 
money-. In many villages the old New 
England town meeting plan of putting 
appropriations to popular vote, is still 
followed. This will be changed by 
throwing the power into the h^nds of 
the board of trustees, unless a refer­
endum is desired. This will permit 
the board to expend money for a 
specific pur/pose, but that, action- must 
lie op the table for 30 days. If dur­
ing that time there has been no de-' 
mand for a referendum by a sufficient 
number of -qualified voters, • the ex­
penditure would be legal without a re­
ferendum. 

According to Senator Pitcher there 
is need of soirrje such action in the 
villages near New York city, because 
they have problems that the north 
country villages do not face. Mr. 
Pitcher points out that the problem is 
very complicated, and fears that'many 
\V>uld object to such powers .being 
given to the trustees. One important 
issue' concerning authority of the boarj 
of trustees would be that of allowing 
the board too much latitude in the 
passing of ordinances. ~ 

Under the present law regulating 
villages the following offices of presi­
dent, trustees, 'treasurer, collector, pol 

'ice justice and assessors are elected. 
The new law would give the trustees 
the power to appoint the treasurer, 
collector and assessors, as well as all 
other off ion the village might desire. 
Under the present law first class 
trustees; second class two to .six, third 
villages must have from two to eight 
and fourth class, two to four. 

Many of the villages are now oper­
ating under the codified village law 
pnssed in 1909, while the others are 
operating under special statutes. Mr. 

% Pitcher points out that if pie trustees 
should be given more power and lati­
tude iin passing ordinances there 
would be much confusion.

where some of the aged fiddlers 
choicest selections were perpetuated 
i n ' the phonograph reproduction 
rooms. 

"Jep" played a drum for- the sold 
iers in Detroit in 1861. latter he 
conducted a drug store and sold tea 
and coffee. At Other moments he 
played] reels schottisches, polkas 
quadrjlefe and catted-dances—at—eevm-
try gatherings.

PROHIS CLAIM GOVERNMENT 
HAS TRIFLED WITH 

PROBLEM 

That the Ontario Government has 
trifled with the temperance question, 
has been unfaithful to tho pi idee made 
by the Pcnnier, G. H. Ferguson, and 
has forfeited its claims to 'le the sup­
port of electors who place ' temperanStjf Captain C. 
ce principles above artK-mship" were 
the accusations made in Vhj fcrm oi a 
resolution at the conv«nt«M of the On­
tario Prohibition Union last week. 

Added interest was noticeable at 
the convention due to recent iinws-
iflflJW iK'tJMiTic.iltlUingllhflt l lhe i faww 
mertf would! introduce- legislation"' pro 
vldlng for government sale of liquors, 
and permitting hotels to sell strong 
beer-and wines in those municipalities 
which voted wet in 1924. Although 

hension was entertained that such leg 
islation might be enacted which would 
hdheycomb dry Ontario with thirty 
wet spots. , 

It was claimed that the exportation 
of liquors to the United States amoun 
ted to.collusion between the Dominion 
and the bootleggel<s. A Port CoK 
borne delegate declared that he had 
seen 20 carloads of liquor in the rajl-
wap yards at one time. This liquor, 
he said, was transferred to small boats 
and cleared for Aitnerican ports. 

"When the customs officials give 
clearing papers to these boats," he add 
ed, "the Government is putting its seal 
of approval on .what they know is a 
falsehood. For they know that the 
United States does not import liquor. 
We would clean up many sections of 
this country if the bootlegger was not 
supplied with liquor." 

It was recommended that the-new 
executive be requested to appoint a 
special committee to deal with the ques 
tion of xport liquor. Also the conven­
tion protested against the Canadian 
Government granting further licenses 
to breweries and distillers without the 
consent of the province concerned, and 
that, no such approval be given witkettt 
advertising the application in news­
papers in the constituency. 

The vice-president of the union W. 
J. Aithchison, compared the Province 
of Quebec under government sale with 
Ontario under prohibition stating that 
though Ontario had a population of 
over 560,000 more than Quebec, "yet 
we find that in 1922 while Ontario had 
954 business failures Quebec had 1458. 
In 1923 Ontario had 844 and Quebec 
1171; in 1924 Ontario had 817 and Que 
bee 886; in 1925,Ontario had $25 and 

.Quebec 956. ' ' . . • '• ' 
This means; that though Ontario 

has a population-ene-fourth more than 
Quebec; yet during the last four years 
while Ontario under prohibition had 
3240 business failures, Quebec under 
government^sale had 4498.' 

In sum.ring up the present situation 
in Ontario, the iRev. John (Bailey, sec 
retary of the Ontario' Prohition Union 
stated: ''The outlook, though not en­
couraging is not hopeless. The prohi 
bitlon sentiment of the" Province has 
been flouted, and. prohibitionists enrag 
ed. Can we capitalize on it? If we 
possess the wisdom and the will we 
may—a great opportunity is before us 
Notwithstanding the frequent viola 
tion of the law the Province is second 
at heart."

Mostly these conflicts go unre­
corded. They are fought in the

heavy-fist upon the printed form 
provided. Twelve word* often cov­
er anx episode .which if fully reveal­
ed would constitute a 'chapter for 
readers of ''action" fiction. 

In the barracks these reports are 
handled by a hard riding office 
force headed by Sergeant H. C. 
Herrick. 

These' gray, clad riders are the 
law. They" carjy- that law to the 
(farthest corner of • their' iterritorv. 
Upon more .than one occasion the 
law when, confronted with an un-
tfeual situation hae pWoved inade­
quate.
