Sealy died at his home on Catherine 
Street in the village of Parishville at 
1:10 o'clock Monday morning, January 
18th. '926.' 

George Oliver Sealy, youngest son 
of William and Lucy Austin Sealy w w 
born in Potsdam April 23rd, 1856, and 
was therefore, in his seventieth year. 
He was of English ancestry his father 
and grandfather having been born in 
[London, England, emigrating to Atner 
fica when William was a child seven 
years of age. He was the youngest 
in a family of seven childen of whom 
three survive, namely W. F. P. Sealy 
Mrs. Simon Garlough and Mrs. R. S. 
Eastman, all of Potsdam,* N. Y. Mr 
Sealy*s early education was obtained 
in a rural school and he later attended 
the Academy at Potsdam. On Fetoru 
ary 12th, 1879 he was united in marri­
age itoIEIIP M. Manser «f West stiwk 
Hwlhr Eftnti tfo> tftenr tfhw tsrtilhlw \ww 
born, Glenn A\ Sealy of New Bremen, 

!N; Y.. Mrs. D. M. Riggs of PariBhville 
Center, N. Y. and Mrs. Harold Buck 
•of Norwood, N. Y., all of whom are liv 
ing and were able to be at home and 
assist their mother in caring for their 
father during his illness. 

Mr. Sealy was a retired farmer who 
had spent his entire life in St. Law­
rence County .and was well known in 
several townships in the county. Seven 
years-ago Mr. and Mrs. Sealy sold 
theif farm and came to Parishville 
to live where they have since resided. 
About nine years ago Mr. Sealy was 
very ill with ipleural pneotoonia which 
left him with asthma from which dis 
ease he had been a great sufferer at 
frequent intervals since. These, at­
tacks increased in severity and fre 
quency and produced a lowered physic 
al resistance and vitality. An unusu­
ally severe attack last November left 
him in such a weakened condition that 
the vital organs gradually ceased to 
function and death finally came peace 
fully and easily to one who had strug­
gled so hard for health and strength 
over a period of nearly ten years. Dur 
ing'these years of failing health there 
had been many periods of comparative 
relief from* suffering when it seemed 
that an improvement and gain in 
strength.had been made but they were 
only temporary. Throughout this 
time the sufferer was faithfully and 
tenderly cared for by his wife to 
whom the sylnnathy of the community 
is extended. 

The funeral was held from^he re­
sidence on. Wednesday, January^ 20th 
and was largely attended by local] peo­
ple and friends and relatives frolri ot­
her towns. Parishville Lodge j / o . O. 
F. No. 707, of which the deceased had 
been a member for nearly 25 years 
and of which lodge he was a Past 
''"ble Grand, attended in a body, and 

conducted their burial service. Rev, 
Dr. Sullivan was the officiating clerev 
man and interment was in Chapel Hill 
cemetery at Parishville Center. 

Mr. Sealy was a kind husband and 
father, a good neighbor and an honor 
able and public spirited citizen who 
was always ready to do his share in 
any comunity enterprise. He loped his 
lodge and was a faithful attendant 
when his health would permit He 
was a loyal friend and cheerful com 
panion, a man who faced his affliction 
with courage and hopefulness always 
trying'to see some improvement in his 
condition.* He will be missed by many 
'friends in .the community where he 
lived and Worked.
