Fur Market Is Looking 

Up After Depression 

Old residents may recall the weather 
id' .ilnmiuw- iJWIi- swhi'ih MIX- ;n muv 
iitt t<> cause considerable comoilent at 
the time. The Courier and I<Yeemun 
of February, 1876 carried a story on 
the .unseasonable weather conditions 
which is reprinted herewith: 

The remarkably mild weather of the 
par.t month has sadly puzzled the wise 
acres who had perdicted an extraor­
dinarily cold winter, commencing ear­
ly in November. _ An even the "oldest J 
inhabitants" have set their wits to 
work trying to account for the back­
wardness of the season. As a conse­
quence items are published in news­
papers of all sections furnishing paral­
lels to the seeming unparalled mild­
ness. Another interesting fact has 
been recalled in this connection, "to wit: 
that the first month of this centennial 
winter closely resembles that of 1766. 
The newspapers, of that day speak of 
the extraordinary weather. It was said 
that the lack of the usual ice in Boston 
harbor prevented Washington fromi 
crossing his forces and attempting a 
surprise of the city, and the Americans 
wereenabled to continually send forth 

^vessels from all parts of the harbor to 
the West^Indies for munitions of war. 
The mild season also allowed Gen. 

" Schuyler, in the first days of January 
to dispatch his well pla'nned little ex­
pedition up the Mohawk valley to sur 
prise the Highlanders under Johnson. 
On the contrary, the news of that year 
from Europe indicated an intensely 
.cold, winter. - The weather records of 
this city disclose many facts worthy 
•of note in this connection. 

In comparing the mean temperature 
of the past month with Hint of each 
January for the last certtur- -
found that in but seven instances was 
ihc temperature as high as in the 
ironth just closed. Last Friday the 
thermometer, reached 70 degrees, a 
point which, during the whole century, 
was only equalled in the years of 1790 
and was not' exceeded at either.period. 

_J^iejdaydmay therefore be regarded as 
a remarkable one. The mean temper.-, 
ature however, for the past month 
attained in either of the years alluded 
does, not reach the mean temperatue 
to, but still the weather for the month 
was unusually mild. According to the 
records at the Pennsylvania Hospital 
the mean temperature-for last month 
only to 17 degrees above zero. This 
was 38 degress, the <n rinimum falling 
was six' degrees above the average for 
January, and during the entire century 
sectioirlffThe.'years 1802, '28, '43, '58, 
that point was only equalled in this 
'63, '70. 

In 1790' the mean temperature was 
44 degrees, the mildest January on re­
cord. Fogs prevailed very much in the 
morning, but the hot sun soon disper­
sed them. At that time the mercury 
often ran up 'to 70 degrees in the shade 
at mid-day. It is chronicled in Peir-
ee's record of the weather that boys 
were seen' swimming* in the Deleware 
and SchuylerhuM riycrs. This unusual 
weather was continued up to 'February 
7. In 1802 the trees and shrubbery 
wore blossoming in January, and in 
1828 the Deleware was hs free from 
ice as in June. The first month in 1870 
these cases the winter has been remark 
was the warmest January on record 
n f tor that of 1790. While in nearly all 
these cases the winter has been remark 
ably mild, there have been instances 
noted when the winter did not^really 
commence until February, and" contin­
ued faHnto the spring season, at one 
time unto June.' Even during the win 
teis when little or no snow fell, the 

„ summer following the unusual season 
was generally repnrtcttto bo an exceed 
ingly fine one. So \t will be seen 
nn eccentric genius as to defy all laws 
that the clerk of the weather is such 
of nrecedent. refusing even to do the 
bidding of those fogies who claim to

While the price of raw furs the 
highest it has been during ,-eccnl years 
indications now are th-il the trapping 
business will be curried on quite ex­
tensively in this locality .|u-in*r the 
next few month-. Although the trap­
ping iKilflttP lilt. Inl' lll(l;l' ,l||lli|' i»tti(fVv, 
welts,, (inll'i- a iiiniilier <il' itie.i .-itid' 
boys in the community have already 
made sonv.ie good catches. Many of 
those who arc out of employment are 
making considerable money with a line 
of traps, while others who are engaged 
in" work, or attending school .are earn­
ing a few extra dollars during their 
spare time. . 

Not in a number of years have fur 
bearing "animals been more plentiful 
than they are * this season. The 
swamps and streams are said to eon* 
tain numerous muskrats and an occas­
ional mink, while skunks are reported 
to be plentiful on farms throughout 
the ccixmunity. Most of the land 
throughout this section is posted again 
st trespassers who would not hesitate 
to order a hunter off their farm during 
the pheasant hunting season do not 
object to the trappers whose- line of 
traps is along a stream or swamp on 
their property providing no damage is 
done. « 

As a general rule however, the traps 
ai'e set on his land. Some trappers 
lease the exclusive rights to trap 
throughout a certain locality during 
the season, paying the owner of the 
property a stipulated sum for the privi 
lege. A majority of the farmers do 
not object to having skunks trapped on 
their farms. They are especially un­
welcome when discovered close to the 
poultry yard. 

The trappers are now ^entering 
their attention on muskrats, skunks 

and racoons. The traps must be visit 
ed at least once a day especially those 
set for muskrats. It is a well known 
fact among trappers that if a muskrat 
is not taken out of the trap within a 
few hours after being caught it will 
iknw rilff lUie ihiK ihnllt in ilhe ittrt|p .ami 
imako it's oseape before tlie arrival' of] 
the trapper. 

It is not an unusual occurrence to 
find a leg in a trap or catch a muskrat 
with one of its legs missing,TnuEe~evI 
dence fo a surgical,operation perform 
ed with its own teeth in its escape 
from a trap at-some previous time. 

Those who make a business_of trap 
ping on a large scale have numerous 
drawbacks to contend with. The prin­
cipal one is the fur theft. In-the opin 
ion of the trappers, the meanest man 
is.the.ime who will not set any traps 
of his own. but makes a business of 
following their lines and stealing the 
animals from the traps during the 
night. This has been a com.m|on prac­
tice in some localities during past 
years, and .as a result it is estimated 
that hundreds of dollars worth of f urs 
are lost by trappers each season. 'In 
most instances the thieves would not 
take the trouble to remove the trap? 
from the captured animals. 

The market price of raw furs of all 
kinds is considerably higher this year 
than last. A pure black skunk skin 
of first quality can be sold for $1.50 
to $1.75. x good racoon skin is worth 
anywhere from $5.50 to $7, according 
to the size and quality, while mink 
skins are in big demand at $5 and $8 
for first quality. Muskrat skins which-
r.everaj years ago were hard to dispose 
of at 25 cents are now worth around 
$1.50 and seconds ate quoted at 50 
cents to $1.20.

The maple sugar industry has 
changed in the last few years un­
til 'n.ost of the product which finds 
its way into the hands of the whole 
salers is syrup. It has been found 
to keep in better condition, can be 
handled ,easier and is more satisfac­
tory all around. Much of the rast' 
of it goes to tobacco manufacturer's 
for the sweetening of chewing t-<> 
bacco.._ About 35 per cent of the crop 
is sold in".the spring to consumers 
or to dealers who sell it at once to 
consumers. Of this much is maple 
sugar. The' rest goes to the whole-r 
salers and is practically all syrup. 

One reason which makes the year 
look good.for sugar makers is that 
there is practically ho maple sugar, 
or syrup on hand now in Vermont.

M. S. Wallace, writing in the Can 
ton Plaindealer, says: 

Last winter when I began writing 
these "Old School Day reminiscences 
of Brick Chapel and Vicinity" I 
never dreamed of keeping on as I 
have. But one story brings up an

Seve-ral yearn ago when my hW 
thcr, Leslie lived in Canton before 
the days of the automobile, William 
Jennings Bryan was advertised to 
give a lecture in the Ogdsnsburg 
Opera .House so recently destroyed. 
1 suggested, that we go over and 
hear him. We did. It yas some 
different going to these county meet 
ings. in those days than it is vnow. 
Then we, would drive to the nearesx 
town, put our horse ,and rig up at 
some barn, livery, or farmers' sheds, 
and take the train. For the big 
gatherings hundreds of men from 
the country would: do this. 

On this ocasion as .my broth«rjand 
I boarded the 3:30 for Dekalb, there 
were few vacant seats. . A large 
pleasant looking man invited m; to 
sit with him. I did. I t was General 
Merritt of Potsdam. I knew who he 
was though never having met him be 
fore. 

Upon learning who I was he said, 
'»I have always known your people 
from way back. Tney came here 
from Scotland about the time mine 
did from England and all settled, 
near here within a short period of 
years." 

The General was certainly one of 
"tha most interesting men I have 
ever met. He too was on his way 
to hear Bryan. I continued' to share 
a seat with him from Dekalb to 

experiences during his younger days 
when he was in the war. He said, 
"I sptnt most of my time in Wash 
ington as I had. been appointed quar 
termaster~geheraT. In. fact I often 
saw President Lincoln Greeley, Sew 
ard many others..

Merrick Emery of Potsdam has

He 
was arrested for struggling but is 
wanted in Syracuse for alleged con­
nection with a $25,000 safe robbery 
at tile home of Albert Sobey there 
last yc(u\ The house was entered 
safe loaded into an automobile 
truck and taken to a lonely shack at 
Sylvan Beach, Oneida Lake wher:

mers its contents taken and divid°J 
among the four yaggmen and tnc 
safe then dumped' from a boat in 
the center of the lake. 

Twenty suits and four or five 
ovrrcoats identified as part of the 
clothing -stoleta from the McMann 
store at Brush'ton on the night of 
January 15th have been located at 
'Valleyfield, P. Q. The police charge 
Emsry was connected with the rob­
bery. 

The identification of the clothing 
was made by Mr. McMann who went 
to Valleyfield with Sergt Carroll of 
Troop B, State Police, Troop B 
having been working on the case to 
good purpose since the burglary oc­
curred. 

It was stated at Troop B head­
quarters that the'clothing found ut 
Valleyfield .after its identification by 
Mr. 'McMann was placed in the 
custody of the Canadian custctns 
officials at Valleyfield pending fur­
ther proceedings in the case. 

The burglary of the MciMann 
store was one of the boldest rob; 
beries committed in this vicinity in 
years. The thieves forced the 
front .-door of the store .with_ a 
chisel and cleared several racks of 
clothing valued at $2000 the .cloth­
ing taken including seventy suits of 
men's clothing four top coats and 
four heavy overcoats. Automobile 
tracks wereplainly visible in front 
of the store but"thena was practic­
ally no other clua discovered at the
