And about, the only" 
chance he,has ever had of seeing 
these, wonderful men who rule the 
destiny of this country is just before 
election, . and then their hearty 
handshake raid pleasant smiles, do 
nothing only to deceive him. 

With a forty jier cent voting 
power, the farmers become very 
useful to the politician who can 
control th'-.ir vote. But after elec­
tion is over, all the promises he has 
made are . soon forgotten, and per­
haps it is just as well so, for they 
could never hava fulfilled them, 
and so the farmer plods along plow 
ing dollars in some back field iroin 
mother earthj the only source of 
production from which to build.and 
maintain, the foundation of which 
all nations ar.e fourukid. 

It is quite often a forgotten fact 
that nothing can be producted, only-
through the governing laws ojf na­
ture; To put one seed in the ground 
and produc? eight is production. 
And it takes mother earth, the ele 
ments and the labor of the farmer 
to do this. These eight seeds pro­
duced from one frepresct.it, "with 

[-the exception of what is taken from 
mines" a unit of all the great 
wealth of this world. 

The professional man, the mer­
chant, the mechanic, or the-politic--
ian produce nothing, and while, they 
are all necessary to each in their 
own way, the fact remains, that 
they are. all living, off the productive 
units that come from mother earth 
throuprh labor expended on farms 
and' in mines.

There is always some-
thing on a farm that can be made 
to pay, if plenty of intelligent lab­
or is put bavk of it. We cannot ex 
pect to lift a heavy stone with the 
same amount, of energy and effort 
that would be required t» lift a 
small one, and so when our financial 
burdens at times become heavier 
we should make^ greater effort to 
overcome them. 

We are living at present in a dan 
gerously fast ags. The coming of 
the automobile, the building ol 
state roads, and their- upkeep, to­
gether with the extra amount of 
time spent.* in the pleasures they 
afford, bav# done much to add to 
our financial burdtns. And yet not 
one of us would be willing to part 
with them. And the only thing for 
us to do, is to make a greater effort 
to pay the bills. -

There af« other people that are 
carrying heavy burdens besides the 
farmer and a gi-eat many of them 
are paying about all they can fon 
farm produce and live.

A Washington Despatch says: 
Congressman Snell is not seeking 

the Republican nomination for'gover­
nor and intends .to ruv.ain in Congress. 
He has made this plain to his friends'. 

•'The governorship of New York-is 
a big job," said Representative Sriell. 
"It is next iijrimj)ortance to the presi­
dency of the 'United States, and a man 
should consider'tthe matter very care^ 
tion."' 

'But you are not seeking the Repub­
lican nomination, or expecting to be 
nominated?" he was asked. 

"Absolutely not," he replied empha­
tically. "I have not hought of it and 
have no particular ambition to be gov 
ernor. Of course, it is a great honor 
and tribute, and eveiy man in the 
State wool dlike to be governor, but I 
have no special desires in that regard.

it one way or another, I have been 
expecting to run to Congress' again 
this year, and it would take, something 
of very great importance and some­
thing entirely unforseen to make me 
change my view.

I feel that ' I 
have accomplished a lot of ground

Since coming "to Congress in 1915 he 
has worked his way up to the position 
of chaiiVnpn of the rules committee 
which is very powerful in directing 
legislation. This puts Mr Snell in one 
of the key' positions in the lower cham 
ber, and though he is not conspicuous­
ly in the limelight his influence is felt 
more in the actions of the house than 
any other representative. 

The speaker, the Republican, floor 
leader, and Congressman Sneti are 
generally, spoken of as the three men 
who map the legislative program, 

Also Mr. Snell is known to beavery 
close to President Coolidge with whom 
he confers frequently on legislative 
matters. During the period of rush 
legislation just before the end of a 
session he serves as laiaon officer* be­
tween the White House and the capitol
