5 "Is the cost of preparation for the 
teaching profession too grent in pTo 
portion to the salary returns?" A 
recent study by Elma (R Carr. the 
results of-which are published in this 
month's School Life, of the expendi 
purest of \forty-one graduate students 
at Columbia and of the salaries of a 
large number of men and women in 
the teaching prafessiin raises a seri 
Otis doubt, amounting almost to an 

—affirmative answer. 
• "Single men students at Columbia 

' In 192£-24 Spent for, the school year 
•f nine months an average of $1186" 
the article states, "single women stu 
dents, J1158, and married couples 
from $1630 to $2973. The figures do 
not include expenditures for guests, 
gifts, church and charity contribu­
tions, railroad fare, insurance and 
Hayings The expenses were distrib-
utfcdi awmmtfimttMif iip fi\w .wit*' <frf 
"HH pet* cent for tuition; 2fi" p w cent 
for food, 18 per cent rent, 1'4 per 
cent clothing, 4 per cent books and 
stationery, 4 per cent health and 10 
per cent for carfare,'recreation and 
miscellaneous items. 

Basing the judgment on the figures 
of this investigation, the cost of at­
taining the bachelor degree will be 
M800, the master's degree $000, and 
the doctorate $7300 or $8500, depend 
•ing on whether one takes two or 

i three vears of graduate work for 
the latter. 

Long Experience Nwessary. 
"Prom this investment if four, five 

six or seven years' of time and ef­
fort and from • $1800 to $8500 ip 
money, the person who enters the 
teaching profession can hope to re­
ceive at most about $3400 salary in 
a small university or college. $3700 
in a medium-sized one and $6,000 in a 
largei ̂ institution. Moreover, those sal 
aries will he reached, if at all, only 
after from fifteen to twenty years of 
successful experience. 

"If the entire college education, 
including the doctor's degree, were 
obtained before beginning to teach, 
it' would take many years to save 
the whole outlay of $8000, together 
with the return in this investment, 
extending as it does, over several 
years'.. This, moreover, includes only 
the academic instruction and does 
not allow for the time and cost of 
nreparation and publishing the thesis 
for the doctor's- degree. 

"With the cost if preparation so 
high, too large a percentage of our 
teachers are barred from obtaining 
these degrees because of the dispar­
ity existing between the cost of *re 
riaration and the salary T*turri. The 
teachers" who can hot affbrd jto ob­
tain at least the bachelor's/ degree 
are in most cases barrad_jfrom each 
ing in universities and colleges. 
Which means in most instances that 
they do not receive even as high a 
salary as shown by the figures auot 
ed in this article, and hence, further 
advancement out of saving is al­
most impossible." 

Deans' and ProfMsors' Salaries. 
In this connection a survey made 

of professors' salaries in forty-four 
institutions is interesting. Profes­
sors average $3111: deans $3634 and 
instructors $1588. The University of 
Texas( led)in high salaries, giving 
instructors $1,900 arid the president 
$10,000 yearly.
